Katerina Wolfoca, Head of Unit, European Commission

Dear Ministers, dear State Secretaries, dear chair of the
committee, dear Authorities, dear colleagues, it’s a great
honor for me as well to have this opportunity to intervene in
the Monitoring Committee of the Home Affairs Funds in Greece
and to provide some remarks via this 1link. Monitoring
committee is an important forum, gathering variety of partners
at least once a year, to monitor the implementation of the
Home Affairs funds in Greece and in other member states in
line with the objectives and priorities set out in the
approved programs of Greece, and with respect to applicable
rules and requirements, including as regards the respect of
the horizontal enabling conditions.

We would like to welcome, first of all, the progress made
regarding the involvement of Partners with voting rights in
the Monitoring Committee of the Asylum Migration and
Integration Fund.

These requirements derive from the Common Provision
regulations as well as from the AMIF specific regulation. We
encourage the authorities to consider similar arrangements,
also in the case of the other two funds’ committees
specifically for the border management and Visa instrument
program and the Internal Security Fund program. We also
welcome the positive indications with regards to the
absorption rate of the AMIF and BMVI programs of Greece.

Greece has already managed to submit payment applications to
the commission corresponding to more than 10% of the initial
allocations under the programs. This will qualify Greece to
benefit from the additional allocations under the midterm
review exercise, which is expected to take place early 2025.

On the other hand, we have some concerns as regards the
absorption of the resources under the ISF program, and I would
like to take this opportunity to encourage the relevant



stakeholders and partners to start immediately the
implementation of the actions in line with the approved ISF
program in Greece.

While good pace in the absorption of funding is important, it
is also essential that the investments and use of EU funding
is mirrored in the situation on the ground, which seems to not
be always the case. We would like to stress that emphasis,
more emphasis, should be put on cost-effectiveness, on quality
of deliverables and services provided on the ground, and as
well as sustainability of actions that would allow
continuation of important operations on the ground.

In this respect, the significant budgetary allocation received
by Greece necessitates close monitoring of the project
throughout the implementation period, not only from the
managing authority, but also in the framework of this forum of
the members of the monitoring committee, including taking
measures where this is not satisfactory.

We have started the preparation phase in view of the
implementation of the legislative package, underpinning the
pact on asylum and migration that will enter into application
as of first July 2026. The pact requires the member states to
take action in the domains of asylum and border management
systems, the so-called building blocks. This 1is why we are
currently working together with the member states and with
these to establish related needs as regards different
components of the pact. It is therefore essential that
emphasis is put on establishing the baseline situation using
the tools that the commission developed for this purpose.

The main funding instruments available at the EU level for
member states to cover the identified needs of the pact will
be the asylum migration integration fund programs and the
border management and Visa instrument program. It is important
to make best use of the AMIF and by BMVI resources to address
the needs of the pact.



This process entails additional financial allocations to the
member states, for example, to further strengthening the
reception and border management capacity in line with the
higher standards introduced by the pact. Considering that the
Home Affairs funds cannot cover all the needs compared to the
magnitude of the expected needs in all member states and due
to limited resources of the EU budget, the member states will
have to also rely on other relevant funding sources at the
national level or other funds at EU level, such as those on
the cohesion policy.

The commissioner will, of course, assist member states in this
process in the next following months together with Greece,
also, we will work to identify together the needs to match
with the targeted financial support to the areas needed. The
midterm review of the member states programs under the home
affairs funds, and the revision of the multi annual financial
framework 2021- 2027, will provide additional budgetary
resources to support the implementation of the pact and its
preparation.

Both processes will eventually lead to revision of the AMIF
and BMVI programs. This reprogramming comes at the right
moment and must be instrumental to achieve the objectives of
the pact. We would also like to point to the reported
incidents, that raise serious concerns regarding the
compliance of actions funded by the EU instruments with the
Charter of fundamental rights. We expect that the monitoring
mechanism and arrangements that were put in place in Greece
can effectively address the situations. We remain always in
close communication with the managing authority and the
relevant authorities to ensure timely investigations and
adequate follow up.

In this context, the participation of the Greek Ombudsman and
other fundamental rights bodies is considered key for the Home
Affairs funds. As representative of the commission in this
forum, together with my colleagues present in Athens, we are



looking forward to our active participation in the work of the
committee in our monitoring and advisory capacity.

We stand at the disposal of the managing authority to support
it in the preparation of the meetings, as well as ensuring the
follow up of the decisions taken by the committee. Thank you
very much again for having me here, for the kind invitation,
and I wish everyone a fruitful continuation of work.

Patroklos Georgiadis, Secretary General of Migration Policy

Mr. Minister, Ms. Deputy Minister, colleagues, ladies and



gentlemen, welcome to the third meeting of the Funds
Monitoring Committee.

Allow me, though it is not my habit, to start with a personal
note. After five years, in 2019, I was honoured to be
appointed as the Secretary General and Supervisor of the
Managing Authority of the three Funds. When I took over, there
were eleven officers in a managing authority that, by the end
of the 2014-2020 programming period, had an absorption rate
below 50%. From that point on, we restructured the managing
authority, placed new people in all responsible positions, and
from the first year of this new structure, we began to reverse
a poor performance. The absorption rate increased sharply, and
each year we doubled our performance in every sector. We
increased the staff, and today Dear Minister, thirty-eight
officers serve in the managing authority, with another twenty-
five expected to join soon following an open, transparent, and
merit-based selection process.

We responded immediately to the needs of migration by being
the first in Europe to activate the new funds for the
2021-2027 period, and our (three) Funds are leading in Greece
in terms of calls, integrations, and absorptions at the
European Union level. For this, the staff of the managing
authority, the Director, Mr. Papadopoulos, and I are very
proud.

Let me say that we were one of the first countries to meet the
criteria for increasing the budget in AMIF and BMVI. In fact,
we are the only country to achieve this criterion for both
Funds. The service has been audited repeatedly by audit
mechanisms, consistently demonstrating very good performances
in its areas of responsibility. Only in the last year, we
underwent two audits, one in the fall and one in the winter.

At this point, I would like to say, at least to the staff of
the Managing Authority but also to the cooperating agencies, a
big thank you for what you have done, and I hope that there



will be a productive continuation in the coming period until
the current programming period concludes.

In this third meeting of the Monitoring Committee, we will
focus on the progress of fund implementation and the progress
made in conducting evaluations.

In this Committee, there will be separate votes for horizontal
issues and distinct votes per Fund. On the cards each of you
has — unfortunately, they were delayed in arriving, so those
who have not received them will get them immediately after.
Each card indicates which votes each of us is entitled to
participate in. The colour grey is for horizontal 1issues,
green for AMIF, purple for BMVI, and blue for ISF. All
proposals have been received through the electronic system
Diavlos, and we remind you that up to today, nine written
procedures for urgent matters have taken place. All materials
and decisions of these procedures are also in Diavlos and have
been posted on our website www.tamey.gov.gr.

The session 1s being recorded and broadcast live via the TAMEY
(AMIF) page. I assume there is consensus from everyone for
this recording and live streaming.

The session is hybrid, with some Monitoring Committee members
participating via the Zoom platform. There are two channels,
one in Greek and one in English. All sessions will be
translated into sign language. Finally, there will be a break
at 11:30 or 12:15, and at the end of the session, we have
prepared a light meal for you and those who wish, in the hotel
area. I would like to invite the Minister of Migration and
Asylum, Mr. Nikolaos Panagiotopoulos, to take the floor.

Nikolaos Panagiotopoulos, Minister of Migration and Asylum

Good morning to everyone.

I promise, I will be brief,because you have work to do.
Honourable Secretaries General, honourable representatives of

government bodies, local government bodies, security forces,
officials of managing authorities, intermediary authorities,
international organizations, civil society representatives,
ladies, and gentlemen.

It is a special honour and pleasure for me to make this
introductory statement at the inaugural session of the
Migration and Internal Affairs Funds Monitoring Committee, the
third session, as I see behind me. I wish you success and good
results in the undoubtedly productive sessions that will
follow.

I must say that the European Financial Support fund is an
entirely necessary condition for the continuation of effective
policy in managing migration and asylum processes. Without
European funding, our country would not manage a very
difficult problem.

There are challenges ahead, and I believe everyone in this
room understands this. We already see the trend of increasing
flows, which 1s certainly related to the season and the
conditions of geopolitical upheaval that increase migratory
pressures. Thus, flows will likely increase, and therefore the
needs and demands for managing these flows must follow. And
there are also well-known questions about changing political
relations in the European Union, which may have a particular
impact on managing the migration issue. We must consider this
factor, currently unpredictable, in solving the multi-variable
equation of migration. Therefore, the effort must continue
with the same, if not greater intensity. We need European
funds, cooperation with the bodies that secure them for us,
and continuity in their effective utilization and management,
with transparency, efficiency, accountability, and speed.

I demonstrated at the Ministry of National Defence that
transparency can be combined with speed and efficiency 1in
managing, planning, and executing large contracts involving
public money. I do not say this randomly. I believe this



direction should be followed in the work starting today,
monitoring the implementation of the many actions and projects
related to problem management. I urge you to continue at the
same pace. There is a result, a very positive performance.
This reflects the country’s international image and the
substantial handling of a very complex and difficult problem
in which the country is at the forefront.

Again, I wish you success. It 1s a joy and an honour to open
these proceedings. I will not be able to follow the Monitoring
Committee throughout, but I am sure you will do what 1is
necessary to ensure the best possible management of the funds
for existing and upcoming projects. Again, good luck. Thank
you.

Patroklos Georgiadis, Secretary General of Migration Policy

Thank you very much, Mr. Minister. The floor is now given to
the Deputy Minister of Migration and Asylum, Ms. Sofia
Voultepsi.

Sofia Voultepsi, Deputy Minister of Migration and Asylum

Well, good morning. You heard the Minister, that is, you heard
the «baritone». Now you will hear the “tenor”. Mr. Minister,
ladies and gentlemen Secretaries General, honourable members
of our common effort, the protection of unaccompanied minors
is one of the most emblematic missions of our governmental
policy and our national strategy. At the forefront of
integration 1is the incorporation of children and adolescents
through education and vocational guidance. This approach
simultaneously prevents their exploitation by organized crime
and radicalization. The vulnerable, and especially the young,
are easy targets for organized crime and extremism. Very
often, they fall victim to criminal exploitation since
organized crime uses the young, knowing that minors are
protected and treated with leniency by our laws and justice
system. Our mission is to save the vulnerable and the young



living 1in precarious conditions and homelessness, removing
weapons from criminals.

We have our ideas which we put into practice. Today, we manage
to host thousands of children and adolescents in Greece from
dozens of countries, from Afghanistan, Syria, and the entire
Middle East to Ukraine, from Iran and Iraq to Africa. Not by
chance, the National Emergency Response Mechanism, which saves
thousands of children from the streets, won the Union-wide
award for crime prevention. Additionally, many of our
programmes offer us many success stories. Success stories that
would not have become a reality if we did not have the Asylum,
Migration, and Integration Fund on our side, through which
some of the most important programmes for unaccompanied minors
are implemented. A pillar of our cooperation is the funding of
the operation of the Unaccompanied Minors Hosting Centres with
approximately 100 million euros. The goal is to create and
provide an adequate framework for the protection and support
of unaccompanied minors, as well as to develop skills for
autonomy and independence for their smooth transition from
childhood to adulthood.

The organisation and operation of these Centres are governed
by the principles of the United Nations Convention on the
Rights of the Child, the European Convention on Human Rights,
and the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the European Union.
At the centre are the best interests of the children,
confidentiality and respect for privacy, the participation of
minors in decision-making processes, respect for dignity, the
prohibition of discrimination, and the preservation of family
unity.

As you know, the centres are supervised and evaluated by the
General Secretariat for Vulnerable Citizens and Institutional
Protection, which falls under my portfolio, and is also
responsible for managing housing requests and coordinating
every action of placing unaccompanied minors in positions at
the centres. Another programme is the operation of supervised



semi-independent 1living (SILs) apartments for unaccompanied
minors aged 16 and over, funded with 5 million euros. The
goals are precisely the smooth transition to adulthood,
independent 1living, and social integration through the
provision of a stable support framework. A recent addition, if
I may say so, to our crown is the National Guardianship System
for Unaccompanied Minors with funding of 6 million euros. The
first guardians, who are tasked with ensuring the best
interest and the protection of the rights of unaccompanied
minors, have already taken action, and soon 2,700 children
will have someone to care for all their needs.

I now turn to two programmes that were based on my own ideas,
as I have been concerned with two major questions since
assuming this position.

First question: how is it possible to save and protect
children, unaccompanied minors, to spend millions of European
taxpayers’ money, and as soon as they turn 18, we open the
door and throw them out on the street, despite all our
efforts? Thus, the idea for our new programme, Helios JUNIOR,
was born, supported by funding of 19 million euros. It targets
2,000 young people who will turn 18 and benefit from this
programme until they are 21. We did not leave this programme
unanchored; we also took a landmark legislative initiative to
create the necessary legislative background linking the stay
of these children in the country with their education and
their integration into the labour market. We offer these young
people a ten-year residence permit on the condition that they
successfully complete three years of secondary education by
the age of 23. We legislated, designed the programme, and
chose our partner, the International Organization for
Migration, which also had the experience from the Helios
programme.

Second question: how is it possible for children arriving in
an unknown environment, after many dangerous journeys, without
knowing the language, to be able to integrate into the already



challenging Greek public school system, without
marginalisation, without school dropout, and without creating
social tensions? Thus, the idea for another pioneering
programme was born, that of non-formal education, to act as a
bridge to formal education and public school. We collaborated
with UNICEF and thanks to the funding of the European
Commission, that idea was realized and took shape, under the
name-slogan “All children in education.” From 2021 until
today, more than 25,000 children have benefited, while 2022
was highlighted as the best educational year for refugee
children since the start of the refugee crisis. Now, the
programme will continue through AMIF, providing non-formal
education to children aged 4 to 17 in classes located in 31
structures, under the responsibility of the Reception Service
of the Ministry of Migration and Asylum, focusing on learning
the Greek language and familiarising with the European way of
life.

Finally, I should mention a special action, a supplementary
support mechanism for the National Strategy for the Protection
of Unaccompanied Minors, called “Compass,” with funding of
around 13 million euros. Its purpose is to address the needs
and structural deficiencies 1identified during the
implementation of the National Strategy, operating
complementarily and enhancing the effectiveness of our system,
contributing to its decongestion. This special action,
“Compass,” a supplementary support mechanism for the National
Strategy for the Protection of Unaccompanied Minors in Greece,
has been approved for funding since October 25, 2023, by a
letter from the Directorate-General for Migration and Home
Affairs of the European Commission, DG Home. For this purpose,
a committee will be established, in which the General
Secretariat for Vulnerable Citizens and Institutional
Protection and the Ecumenical Refugee Programme Synyparxis,
represents the consortium of beneficiary entities as a
coordinating partner, will participate.



Ladies and gentlemen, Greece, with the help of the European
Commission, but also with its own initiatives and proper
execution of Actions, has emerged as a leader in the
protection of the vulnerable and especially in child
protection. Other countries want us to share our best
practices. But to do this, the best practices must exist and
be implemented. The European Commission and AMIF offer support
to make our ideas a reality. From my side, I expect good
cooperation, without further bureaucracy, without endless
exchanges of emails, teleconferences, and long-term artificial
obstacles. And above all, without finding a problem for every
solution. I want to work with people who want to collaborate,
and those who collaborate find solutions.

I remind you that we recently had European elections with a
huge abstention, because of the vote of indifference 1in
response to the bureaucracy of both the member states and the
European Union. Citizens want speed and efficiency. I firmly
believe that bureaucracy is not incompetence, but a system of
governance. Those who think they gain power through
bureaucracy will soon find that they will have no one to
trouble to justify their existence. Services and officials in
Greece and Europe exist to serve, not to rule. Their title 1is
literal.

With these thoughts, I wish you success in your work. I would
like to express my gratitude to DG Home, AMIF, and its staff,
as well as the staff of our Managing Authority headed by Fanis
Papadopoulos, and my respect to the countries on the front
line fighting at the European borders, both land and sea, in
an extremely volatile geopolitical environment with three
major active wars and countless civil wars in our
neighbourhood, with a major climate crisis and serious risks
of radicalization that not only knock but have crossed
Europe’s door. So, let’s proceed without unnecessary delays,
discussions, tours, committees, and the like. Part of our
mission is to understand that every delay works against people



and especially young people who need our help. For these
people, even one day counts; in one day, many things can
happen to a young person: they can fall into the hands of
organized crime, become drug couriers, be forced into forced
labour and sex work, become victims of human trafficking, be
recruited by extremism, and become carriers of extremist
ideas. In one day, for a plate of food and a bed to rest. They
won’'t wait for us to discuss for months. Programmes are not
made or designed to pass the time; they are the result of
political decisions. My mission is to prevent all these risks
without facing rearguard battles. Whoever thinks that the
well-fed doesn’t understand the hungry has no place in this
job. Remember that “those who judge are also judged,” and at
the end of the day, everyone faces accountability. A person is
their education, and programmes are good when implemented.

Conclusion: It’s hard work because if we don’t put in the
effort, no one will vote next time; it’s that simple. The more
people turn their backs on democratic processes, the more
forces prevail that do not want to spend money on migration
policy or humanitarian actions, close their borders, and leave
the southern countries to their fate. If this is what we want
for our country at this moment, we can continue to talk from
September until July, exchanging emails that need a wheeled
suitcase to transport. Thank you very much.

Patroklos Georgiadis, Secretary General for Migration Policy
Thank you, Ms. Voultepsi.

Our funds, as you know, do not only serve the Actions of the
Ministry of Migration and Asylum and its organisational units,
but also the goals of other Ministries such as the Ministry of
Citizen Protection, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the
Ministry of National Defence, and the Ministry of Maritime
Affairs. In particular, we support the actions and equipment
of the Coast Guard and the Hellenic Coast Guard. Minister of
Maritime Affairs Mr. Stylianides has sent us a brief greeting,



and we thank him for that.
We will now play his video message.

Christos Stylianides, Minister of Maritime Affairs and Insular
Policy

Dear colleagues, dear friend Nikos Panagiotopoulos, Ms. Sofia
Voultepsi, dear Chairman of the Monitoring Committee and
Secretary General for Migration Policy Patroklos Georgiadis,
honourable members of the Monitoring Committee, ladies and
gentlemen, it is truly with great pleasure that I accepted to
address this brief greeting at the beginning of the Third
Session of the Monitoring Committee on the Migration and Home
Affairs Funds, the well-known AMIF, for the period 2021-2027.

Ladies and gentlemen, as Minister of Maritime Affairs and
Insular Policy, I am genuinely proud to head the Hellenic
Coast Guard for many reasons, especially as it has recently
been subjected to unfair attacks. The Coast Guard plays a
pivotal role in managing migration flows and is, as you know,
one of the main beneficiaries of the Financial Support
Instrument for border management and visa policy, which 1is
part of the Border Management and Visa Instrument (BMVI).

I regret that due to prior commitments, I cannot be with you
in person. Fortunately, technology allows us to communicate
through this video message.

I first want to highlight the excellent cooperation between
the responsible services of the Coast Guard Headquarters and
the Managing Authority of the Funds. I particularly and warmly
thank the political leadership and the services of the
Ministry of Migration, all past ministers and deputy
ministers, and now my friends Nikos Panagiotopoulos and Sofia
Voultepsi, for this close and productive cooperation between
our ministries and the Coast Guard. Special thanks go to
Secretary General Patroklos Georgiadis, with whom I and the
Chief of the Coast Guard and all our personnel have an



excellent daily collaboration. Through this message, I want to
reaffirm our commitment to continue this cooperation even more
intensively and productively to achieve our challenging common
goals.

Dear friends, as you well know, the pressure of sea migration
flows persists. Despite the new and more effective management
based on a new foundation, it 1is crucial to maintain the
highest level of vigilance among Coast Guard personnel and
ensure their operational readiness. This includes not only
ensuring the readiness of personnel but also maintaining the
equipment. It is a serious prerequisite for effective
surveillance of our maritime borders and the protection of
human life. This ultimate good, which is constantly endangered
by ruthless smugglers and organised criminal networks, must be
upheld at all costs to confront these unscrupulous
individuals. To address these challenges, the Coast Guard has
drafted a comprehensive and coherent equipment programme since
the end of 2019.

Emmanuel Logothetis, Secretary General of Public Order of the
Ministry of Citizen Protection

Thank you. I represent the Ministry of Citizen Protection,
where I have been for a year now. For four years, however, I
was part of the Ministry of Migration and Asylum, which may be
why the Minister asked me to represent the Ministry of Citizen
Protection today. Ms. Ligoura is also here, as our Ministry
has responsibilities related to migration that we sometimes
forget.

We are entering a new phase in the coming years with the new
Asylum Pact, bringing many changes, new regulatory procedures,
and new needs. We need to adapt our funds to these new needs.
Migration clearly requires a dual approach that we had
somewhat neglected in the past. Both the Coast Guard and the
police, along with correctional facilities, play a role in
this.



When we took over the management of migration in 2019, there
were significant deficits in the reception sector and
substantial delays in asylum processes. A large portion of the
funding (because the Fund is essentially the only funding
source for migration in our country; the state budget
contributes very little) had to cover these urgent needs, such
as daily living expenses.

Ms. Sofia Voultepsi rightly mentioned bureaucracy, and we all
agree that delays are unacceptable because it’s not about
procuring an office or a car; it'’'s about a person’s food for
the next day. It’s about a person’s health the following day.
It’s about school and the integration of a child. If we do not
move forward quickly and the programmes are not continued,
there will be a huge gap with significant consequences for
people.

For our country, policing through the Coast Guard, the police,
and border control is increasingly evident. We need to focus
and work on this area too. It is not just about human
resources — we have 56,000 police officers, supported by
temporary border guards funded by the Funds. But it is also
about the country’s security infrastructure. Everyone here
knows the criticism we face regarding increased migration
flows. We cannot look the other way anymore; we need to focus
on this issue. That is why our presence is strong and will
remain so as we work to accelerate processes.

Since 2015, we have been dealing with migration, and we're
nearing a decade. From 2015 to 2019, we left a significant gap
due to massive flows, which were difficult to manage. This
shows that the success of our country will be when the borders
work efficiently. Only then can we meet the needs of those who
come here without overwhelming our capacity.

It’s obvious to those in the field that integrating a million
people in one year, as we saw in 2015, is impossible. Even
annual flows exceeding 30,000 are challenging. So, we must



support the forces working daily to manage the borders. Their
role is to define and protect our borders, deterring any
illegal attempts by organized networks.

We will discuss many programmes today. Thank you again. I
tried to stay within the three minutes, Patroklos, but
couldn’t quite manage. Thank you very much. I welcome the
start of the Third Committee.

Patroklos Georgiadis, Secretary General for Migration Policy
Thank you very much, Manos.

A lot has been said, and the operation of the funds and the
achievement of their goals always depend on what we refer to
as the flow of money. The Ministry of Economy, particularly
the General Secretariat for NSRF (National Strategic Reference
Framework), ensures this flow. The General Secretary is Mr.
Dimitris

Kaltkos. We want to thank you for your cooperation over the
years, and we would like to hear from you now. Thank you very
much.

Dimitris Skalkos, Secretary General of the General Secretariat

Mr. Minister, Madame Minister, fellow General Secretaries,
dear Patroklos, esteemed members of the Monitoring Committee,
ladies and gentlemen,

It is an honour to be a member of this Committee and a
particular pleasure to be among friends. In recent years, we
had to collaborate closely with many of you to assist in
managing the challenging and pressing issue of migration flows
through community resources.

Mr. Minister, I wish you great success. I am confident you
will achieve it, especially with the exceptional staff at your
Ministry who will help you realise your plans in the coming



period. I had prepared some remarks, but Ms. Voultepsi’s
insightful perspective prompted me to take a different
approach, which is as it should be.

As technocrats, or rather bureaucrats, we sometimes lose sight
of the bigger picture. The big picture involves community
resources. Following the recent European elections, which can
be interpreted in various ways, I align with Ms. Voultepsi’s
interpretation: when we do not provide urgent answers to
pressing issues, we open the door to populism and anti-
European sentiment. Europe 1is about solidarity, community
resources, and cohesion policy.

Mr. Logothetis correctly pointed out that nearly all the
resources we have to address this issue come from community
funds. Therefore, as we prepare to negotiate the next
programming period and the new community budget, we must aim
to secure as many resources as possible for managing this
issue.

From the NSRF’'s side, we are doing everything possible. Some
of you might recall that we allocated about 3% of the new NSRF
2021-2027, around 620 million euros, to your funds for border
management. I must agree with Patroklos’ earlier point: the
resources are being used efficiently. It would be ideal to
have even more resources, which would also be well utilised.

One technical note: it is crucial that all these community
funds are declared on time. This allows us to submit payment
requests and receive funds as public revenue, enabling us to
request more credits in the following months. In simpler
terms: you invest, you receive.

Returning to the bigger picture, it is significant that our
country now has a comprehensive policy for managing migration
flows. It is not easy to balance between two different
demands, but we really need to give them equal weight. On one
hand, we have the defence of national interests, and on the



other hand, we have respect for the rules of the rule of law.
We must maintain our country’s level of prosperity while
showing respect to unfortunate individuals whose lives have
taken a drastic turn. It could happen to any of us.

I won’t delve into technical details, but I assure you that
the Ministry supports all your actions and policies. We have
several upcoming initiatives, such as the Helios programme. I
can assure you that until the transfer of funds from the
national level to the regional programs is completed, the
program is secured for as long as it takes to run properly.
The resources for unaccompanied minors and other needs will
always be available. We are at your disposal at any moment.

Best wishes for the successful proceedings of the Monitoring
Committee. Thank you very much.

Patroklos Georgiadis, Secretary General for Migration Policy
Thank you, Dimitris. We appreciate it.

We are about to connect with the European Commission
representative, Ms. Katerina Wolfova, for a greeting. Then, we
will move forward with the work of the Monitoring Committee.
First, Ms. Niki Dandolou will update us on the European Social
Fund (ESF). According to the attendance list I have received,
we have the required quorum, so we can proceed.

Katerina Wolfova, Head of Unit, European Commission

Dear Ministers, dear State Secretaries, dear Chair of the
Committee, dear Authorities, dear colleagues, it is a great
honour for me as well to have this opportunity to intervene in
the Monitoring Committee of the Home Affairs Funds in Greece
and provide some remarks via this 1link. The Monitoring
Committee is an important forum, gathering a variety of
partners at least once a year to monitor the implementation of
the Home Affairs funds in Greece and other member states in
line with the objectives and priorities set out in the



approved programmes of Greece, and with respect to applicable
rules and requirements, including those regarding the respect
of horizontal enabling conditions.

First, we would like to welcome the progress made regarding
the involvement of partners with voting rights in the
Monitoring Committee of the Asylum Migration and Integration
Fund (AMIF). These requirements derive from the Common
Provision Regulations as well as from the AMIF-specific
regulation. We encourage the authorities to consider similar
arrangements for the other two funds’ committees, specifically
for the Border Management and Visa Instrument (BMVI) programme
and the Internal Security Fund (ISF) programme. We also
welcome the positive indications regarding the absorption rate
of the AMIF and BMVI programmes in Greece.

Greece has already managed to submit payment applications to
the Commission corresponding to more than 10% of the initial
allocations under the programmes.

This will qualify Greece to benefit from additional
allocations under the midterm review exercise, expected to
take place early in 2025.

On the other hand, we have some concerns regarding the
absorption of resources under the ISF programme. I would like
to take this opportunity to encourage the relevant
stakeholders and partners to start immediately the
implementation of actions in 1line with the approved ISF
programme in Greece. While good absorption rates are
important, it is also essential that the investments and use
of EU funding reflect the situation on the ground, which 1is
not always the case. We stress that more emphasis should be
placed on cost-effectiveness, quality of deliverables,
services provided on the ground, and sustainability of actions
to ensure the continuation of important operations.

In this respect, the significant budgetary allocation received



by Greece necessitates close monitoring of the project
throughout the implementation period, not only from the
managing authority but also within this forum of the members
of the Monitoring Committee, including taking measures where
this is not satisfactory.

We have started the preparation phase for the implementation
of the legislative package underpinning the Pact on Asylum and
Migration, set to enter into application on July 1, 2026. The
pact requires member states to take action in asylum and
border management systems, the so-called building blocks. We
are currently working with member states to establish related
needs for the pact’s components. It is therefore essential to
establish the baseline situation using tools developed by the
Commission for this purpose.

The main funding instruments available at the EU level to
cover the pact’s identified needs are the AMIF programmes and
the BMVI programme. It is important to make the best use of
these resources to address the pact’s needs. This process
entails additional financial allocations to member states to
further strengthen reception and border management capacity in
line with the higher standards introduced by the pact.
Considering that the Home Affairs funds cannot cover all needs
due to the EU budget’s limited resources, member states must
also rely on other relevant funding sources at the national
level or other EU funds, such as those for cohesion policy.

The Commission will assist member states in this process in
the coming months, and we will work with Greece to identify
needs and match them with targeted financial support. The
midterm review of member state programmes under the Home
Affairs funds and the revision of the Multiannual Financial
Framework 2021- 2027 will provide additional budgetary
resources to support the pact’s implementation and
preparation. Both processes will eventually lead to revisions
of the AMIF and BMVI programmes. This reprogramming is timely
and must be instrumental in achieving the pact’s objectives.



We also highlight reported incidents that raise serious
concerns regarding the compliance of EU-funded actions with
the Charter of Fundamental Rights. We expect the monitoring
mechanism and arrangements in place in Greece to effectively
address these situations. We remain in close communication
with the managing authority and relevant authorities to ensure
timely investigations and adequate follow-up. In this context,
the participation of the Greek Ombudsman and other fundamental
rights bodies is key for the Home Affairs funds.

As representatives of the Commission in this forum, along with
my colleagues in Athens, we look forward to our active
participation in the committee’s work in our monitoring and
advisory capacity. We stand ready to support the managing
authority in preparing meetings and ensuring follow-up on
committee decisions. Thank you for having me here, for the
kind invitation, and I wish everyone a fruitful continuation
of work.

I assume that since we are all here, we have approved the
agenda as well as the minutes of the previous second session,
which have been uploaded to Diavlos.

Let’s begin with Ms. Dandolou, who will update us on the
European Social Fund (ESF). Then, we will move on to Mr.
Kirmikiroglou, and afterwards, Mr. Papadopoulos will start
with the first presentation. Ms. Dandolou, Niki, please go
ahead.

Niki Dandolou, Special Secretary for the Management of
European Social Fund (ESF) Programmes



Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman, Mr. Patroklos, Mr.
Minister, fellow Secretaries, esteemed colleagues from the
European Commission and competent Greek authorities. I will be
very brief. Mr. Skalkos, our colleague, has already mentioned
the figures of the NSRF within the broader framework of the
European funding. I would like to highlight that, for the
first time in the current programming period, the European
Social Fund, through the negotiation efforts of the Ministries
of Migration and Asylum and National Economy and Finance, has
secured funding from this new source. Certainly, I align with
Madame Minister on the issues of quickly and effectively
implementing actions on the ground from the planning stage
onward, and that this is our common challenge.

We have therefore leveraged the specific objective of the
European Social Fund for the period 2021-2027 aimed at
advancing the socio-economic integration of third-country
nationals, particularly beneficiaries of international
protection and migrants. We are currently in the process of
jointly planning with the relevant Ministry to implement these
actions.

The actions may include a more specific framework, not
necessarily focused on the immediate survival aspects
addressed by the regular European funds for migration and
asylum, but rather concerning the integration of migrants.
This pertains to the stage after reception, thus we are
discussing actions aimed at enhancing and promoting their
employment, supporting their education, vocational training,
and potentially offering internships in businesses, as well as
micro- financing for entrepreneurship.

We believe this is a new framework that can be successfully
established and have a tangible impact on the lives of these
individuals. I do not wish to take up more of your time. We
are always available for further collaboration and
coordination with the Directorate-General for Employment,
Social Affairs and Inclusion of the European Commission, which



supports us, alongside DG Home, in implementing these actions.

Thank you very much, Niki, for your cooperation and
assistance.

Dimitrios Kirmikiroglou, Secretary General of the Ministry of
Interior

Good morning and thank you very much for the invitation.

Honourable Minister, Deputy Minister, General Secretaries,
dear guests, it 1is of great importance, as mentioned by the
Deputy Minister and the Minister, to have programmes funded by
the Migration Fund. These programmes fulfil two critical goals
that I am familiar with from my previous role at the Ministry
of Maritime Affairs, where I collaborated with our esteemed
colleague Dionysis (Christofilis) on Coast Guard issues.

There are two main issues: the first 1is border protection,
including both maritime and land borders, which 1is very
significant for both Greece and the European Union. The second
is the deepening of human rights protection, ensuring
substantial actions are taken to protect vulnerable groups
arriving in our country.

The connection between this and public administration is also
vital to highlight. As we know, when the crisis began in 2012,
especially with the Syrian crisis that led to a surge of
arrivals by sea, there was no Ministry of Migration. This
allows us to understand how public administration was
connected to the management of migration issues at that time.
We had to change the structure of migration management several
times. I remind you that the Ministry of Migration Policy was
established in 2016, then abolished, and re-established later.
Throughout these years, migration management changed hands



many times.

Today, we are here, as the Deputy Minister correctly noted,
with a specific structure and procedures. This shows clear
progress in public administration and how our country manages
migration flows.

From our side, I believe we have contributed significantly and
will continue to do so with the training provided and the
possible improvements in the management and control system,
the training of public servants, and the hiring processes
funded through the Migration Fund. We are always at your
disposal to ensure we do not waste any day and that we
effectively implement policies to give hope to people seeking
a better future away from their homelands. Thank you very
much.

Thank you, Dimitris. Yes, Minister?
Nikolaos Panagiotopoulos, Minister of Migration and Asylum

A quick observation based on what I heard. Technocrats,
bureaucrats — for me, you are technocrats. The problem arises
when technocrats are equated with bureaucrats. The political
issue with Europe today is that many people from the general
electorate view Brussels as an organisation of bureaucrats,
albeit with a technocratic profile.

This is the problem we need to manage. As the Deputy Minister
correctly pointed out, we need to put some soul into our
technocratic competence and produce results in real problems
that will be recognised by those deciding Europe’s future.
These individuals are understandably sceptical at this moment.
Scepticism leads to insecurity, insecurity leads to fear, and
fear leads to extremism and threats, not only to democracy but
also to Europe’s future.



Therefore, with everyone’s technocratic competence, the work
we are called to perform is much more important than we might
imagine within our technocratic capacity. Let us function with
this in mind and prioritise technocratic efficiency over
bureaucratic reflexes to produce the results that people
expect from us, especially those in need.

Thank you again for the opportunity to open these proceedings,
and I wish you all success and good outcomes.

Thank you, Minister.

Mr. Papadopoulos, Director of the Managing Authority, will
begin with the first presentation.

Theofanis Papadopoulos, Director of the Managing Authority

Hello and welcome. Mr. General, Mr. President, Madame General
Secretary, esteemed General Secretaries, dear colleagues.

It is a great pleasure to have you all here today. Apart from
the formal requirement of the regulation to hold this event,
it is an opportunity for us to come together, to share our
thoughts with you, and, more importantly, to listen to yours
too. Usually, managing authorities, including us, make lengthy
presentations. I will try to be brief, while staying within
the obligations of our service, because we must present very
specific things today. We need to present our work and
emphasise all that was mentioned in the opening speech by the
Committee President and the General Secretary who oversees the
managing authority, Mr. Georgiadis, regarding where we were
and where we are now.

I will do a very quick review in a few seconds to show you
exactly what Mr. Georgiadis described about our past and
current state with numbers.

First, you all know the management structure. It includes our



Service, the Managing Authority, the European and Development
Programme Management Agency (EDPMA), which is the intermediate
body and belongs to the Ministry of Citizen Protection, the
Certification Authority, which has the accounting function,
and the Financial Audit Committee. This structure has been in
place since 2016, functioning effectively both in the previous
and current programming periods. Initially, it was more
challenging. This Committee has met six times in the 14-20
period, first convening in 2017. Then there was a period
without meetings, only written procedures. After the service’s
reorganization, the annual Monitoring Committee meetings
resumed: at the Stavros Niarchos Foundation Cultural Centre in
2021, in Kos in 2022.

In the 2021-2027 programming period, I think we are the first
Monitoring Committee in Europe’s Home Affairs Funds to convene
in 2022, fifteen days after the last approval of the
programmes, as the country needed to quickly activate the
first calls. We held an online meeting, followed a month later
by an in-person meeting at the Zappeion, along with the
inaugural event for the funds. Today, we welcome you with
great joy to the third meeting.

Over these years, from 2016 onwards, you will see in these
graphs what has been achieved. You will see that in 2023, our
Service issued 61 calls. This number was achieved with great
effort and close cooperation with all involved entities. The
older figures show the calls issued by the Managing Authority
in blue and by the intermediary body in grey. In the
beginning, in 2016 and 2017, there was an intermediary body
and another service, the Asylum Service, which is no longer
part of the management structure but also issued some calls.

There was a financial gap in 2021 and 2022 due to emergency
needs, which we covered with special funding from the National
Development Programme. These were ad-hoc funds before the
funds were officially approved. As you can see, they were
activated immediately.



I want to highlight this slide to show what General Secretary
mentioned about our recent progress. Here, you will see
expenses in millions of euros that have passed through our
service’s scrutiny, shown in blue and grey for the
intermediary body. We managed to double our capacity and the
amount of expenses we review. This is thanks to all our
service staff and technical advisors who respond efficiently,
leading to high absorption rates from the start of the new
programming period.

I will say a few words about the programming period. As you
know, we have three Funds, which we will not analyse again as
we have done so many times. We love all three funds equally
and strive for the best for them. Their budget is 2 billion
euros. As the General Secretary of ESF mentioned earlier, we
owe 620 million euros from the 3% transfer from ESF, and we
thank the Ministry of Economy and Development for contributing
to BMVI, significantly increasing its budget.

Here, I will show you some figures in relation to the rest of
the European Union to understand Greece’s migration and home
affairs portfolio compared to other countries. As you see on
this list, these are initial allocations excluding special
actions or other emergency funding. Our country has the
second-largest portfolio in the EU. Managing this second-
largest portfolio is a great responsibility for us. Emphasis
has been given to the Border Fund, and the absorptions and all
the graphs you will see are based on these numbers.

Here, I borrowed a slide from the European Commission, showing
how we managed, albeit a bit dated from March but still
relevant. I imagine Panos can confirm this. Greece has not
only solved internal ministry problems but also achieved a
record activation at the EU level. This is very important to
see in this graph. The tall blue bar shows our significant
push to negotiate new funds and more financing for the new
period. This presentation was shown at the Home Affairs
Committee in March 2024.



Nationally, our funds show how quickly we activated them and
the resource deficit, especially for AMIF, for the rest of the
programming period. In the first two years, AMIF has issued
calls for 132% of its budget, with integration decisions at
100% of the fund’s budget. Similar good performances for the
other funds show overall activation at 65%.

Here, I present the distribution to understand that we fund
various ministries, NGOs, and international organizations,
covering everyone’s needs fairly and effectively. We have not
been biased towards any policy area and have advanced urgent
needs of each ministry within the fund’s goals.

By fund, the heads will present details, so I won’t elaborate.
I will highlight this slide reflecting what the General
Secretary of ESF said about spending. Despite high fund
absorption, there are still unreported expenses. The last two
bars show 257 million euros in AMIF payments, but only 94
million certified. This means there is still much to be done
to submit these expenses to the European Commission for
funding, allowing the Public Investments Directorate to
finance future projects. We all need to work together to align
these final bars. This challenge exists mostly for AMIF and
not at all for ISF, as ISF has not yet been activated.

Two payment requests have been made: the first for 22 million
euros and the second for 101 million. These mainly involve the
Asylum, Migration, and Integration Fund (AMIF) and the BMVI.
BMVI's absorption owes 62% to the Service for the Management
of European and Development Programs’ (YDEAP) operational
support, and we thank YDEAP for this contribution.

Thus, the absorption (expenses submitted to the European
Commission) for all funds is high, around 8% overall, with ISF
at 17% and BMVI at 4.5%.

It is crucial to understand why achieving these targets 1is
important. Here, I show how our country was funded from 2014



to now: 3.4 billion euros in the 2014-2020 period and 1.6
billion in the 2021-2027 period. These figures represent EU
contributions only. The discrepancy reflects the larger
migration crisis in 2015 and the 2021-2027 period’s increased
reliance on national programmes for the national reception
system. Previously, many functions managed by international
organizations are now state responsibilities, creating a
funding gap, particularly for AMIF.

Analysing needs, we identify a shortfall of about 981 million
euros for migration and border management for the entire
period. We’ve covered some parts with various funding sources,
leaving a gap the country must seek to fill. Hence, achieving
the 10% target for additional allocations is crucial, and we
are ready to negotiate more funds.

With the upcoming committee presentation, I proudly show that
Greece 1is among the first countries to achieve the 10% target.
Only two countries reached it for AMIF, four for AMEF, four
for BMVI, and one for ISF. I took this photo with my phone and
present it proudly today. Congratulations to the Service and
its staff.

Let’s briefly discuss the necessary fund conditions. These are
obligatory to meet minimum standards in public procurement,
the Charter of Fundamental Rights, and obligations towards
persons with disabilities. Upon fund approval, Greece had
already received confirmation from the European Commission
that it meets these conditions. However, continuous compliance
is required for ongoing funding.

Regarding public procurement and monitoring, we have detailed
processes 1in our management and control system. For
fundamental rights compliance, we established a Fundamental
Rights Committee and appointed a Fundamental Rights Officer,
who will present later. For issues concerning persons with
disabilities, our system includes specific provisions. Our
publicity guide outlines mandatory requirements for



accessibility in all public events and websites. Today’s event
includes sign 1language interpretation, reflecting our
commitment to accessibility.

We have many procedures in place for necessary conditions, and
from the call for proposals, our staff uses a specific
checklist to ensure compliance.

Thank you, Mr. Papadopoulos, and thank you very much for the
cooperation we have had until today and will continue to have
from today onward. Mr. Spyridon Krezias, Head of the
Intermediate Authority of YDEAP, has the floor.

Spyridon Krezias, Head of the Intermediate Authority of YDEAP

Good day to everyone, ladies and gentlemen, General
Secretaries, dear colleagues, representatives of the European
Commission, dear members of the Monitoring Committee.

YDEAP, the Management Service of European and Development
Programmes of the Ministry of Citizen Protection, was
established by law in 2016 as a competent authority with
responsibilities for managing part of the Asylum, Migration,
Integration and Internal Security Funds for the period
2014-2020.

For the new programming period 2021-2027, our service was
appointed by decision of the Minister of Migration and Asylum
as an intermediate body for managing part of the National and
Special Actions, Asylum, Migration and Integration Funds,
AMIF, Integrated Border Management Fund via Financial Support
for Border Management and Visa Policy, formerly IBMF-NINI,
BMVI, and the Internal Security Fund, now known as ISF. By
ministerial decision, our management authority has been
granted, upon our request, 64 national actions with a total



budget of 573 million euros, of which three actions are from
BMVI and three from AMIF, with budgets of 205 and 72 million
euros respectively, which have the same subject as the
previous programming period, 2014-2020, specifically
concerning the recruitment and reinforcement of various
actions with Specific Duration Border Guards, particularly the
Action “ASPIDA”, which involves monitoring border areas in the
difficult areas of our country, the operation and staffing of
Reception and Identification Centres (RIC) and Closed
Controlled Access Centres (CCAC), the operation and
reinforcement of Asylum Units and obviously forced returns.

The prioritisation of the requested actions by our Ministry
was completed based on operational expediencies and
necessities in successive meetings between both the Hellenic
Police Headquarters and the Political Leadership of the
Ministry of Citizen Protection. The final selections of
actions to be entrusted and immediately implemented were made
by the Political Leadership of the Ministry of Citizen
Protection, taking into additional consideration the policy
and objectives of each Fund, as well as any recommendations
from the Schengen Evaluation Mechanism.

Regarding the European Asylum, Migration and Integration Fund,
the policy and objectives of the Fund are primarily to
contribute to the efficient management of migration flows, to
implement, reinforce, and develop common asylum and migration
policies in accordance with the EU acquis and its
international obligations, as well as those of its Member
States. The budget for this Fund is approximately 73.55
million euros for a total of four actions, with beneficiaries
being services of the Ministry of (Citizen Protection,
specifically the Hellenic Police Headquarters for an amount of
71.95 million euros and technical assistance for the
Intermediate Management Body for 1.60 million -euros.
Indicatively, the actions that will be funded according to the
groupings we have presented are forced returns amounting to



approximately 16.140.000 euros, recruitment and use of 467
specific border guards, with an amount of 25.138.000 euros,
and the operation and guarding of the structures of Asylum
Units.

Regarding the BMVI Fund, its policy and objectives
specifically refer to the special objective of supporting
European integrated border management at the external borders
by the European Border and Coast Guard as a shared
responsibility of the European Border and Coast Guard Agency
and the Competent National Authorities, facilitating legal
border crossings, preventing and detecting illegal migration
and cross-border crime, as well as the effective management of
migration flows.

The budget for the BMVI, where YDEAP will be managed, is 444.6
million euros for 39 actions with beneficiaries being bodies
of the Ministry of Citizen Protection, specifically the
Hellenic Police Headquarters for 435 million euros, the
National Coordination Centre for Control and Monitoring of
Borders (ESKES), for an amount of 2.53 million euros, and
Technical Assistance for the Intermediate Management Body, 7
million euros.

The main categories of actions are quoted here — we will move
clockwise — are the similar actions I mentioned from 2014-2020
with an amount of 41.9 million euros,

= building infrastructure: 10 million euros

= Technical Assistance for YDAP: 7 million euros

= covering the salaries of SFBs with 1 million euros,
which is also the largest amount

 border management information system, expanding from
borders to central structures of the Ministry of Citizen
Protection: 21.1 million euros

= operational transport means: 3 million euros

monitoring equipment of various types and forms: 2
million euros



= personnel training: 8 million euros

= encrypted communication system of the Hellenic Police,
mainly in border areas: 49 million euros

» studies: 2 million euros.

The policy and objectives of the Fund are to support actions
to address the main security threats and especially terrorism
(there seems to be a mistake, we moved to ISF). The policy and
objectives of the ISF Fund are to support actions to address
the main security threats and especially terrorism, serious
and organised crime, cybercrime, aid and protection to victims
of criminal acts, strengthen cross-border cooperation and
information exchange, increase operational cooperation through
interoperability of all systems. The budget of the ISF to be
managed by YDEAP amounts to

=13 million euros for 21 actions with beneficiaries once
again being bodies of the Ministry of Citizen Protection

= specifically, the Hellenic Police Headquarters with 28
million euros

» KEMEA (Centre for Security Studies of the Ministry of
Citizen Protection) with 2.45 million euros

» technical assistance for the Intermediate Body 40
million euros.

The main categories of actions, those funded by the ISF Fund,
are approximately

24.5 million euros for:

 Process digitization software

= Approximately 10 million euros for the retaliatory
action of first responders, specifically motorcyclists
and rapid response patrol crews

= Approximately 2 million euros for personnel training in
general

« Approximately 825 thousand euros for exchange of
practices, best practices, and lesson learns with



various corresponding services abroad

= Purchase of equipment: 14,396,000 euros

= Purchase of vehicles: Approximately 1,115,000 euros

» Buildings and general infrastructure: Approximately
413,000 euros

= Other expenses: 479,280 euros

Additionally, through the Fund, certain special actions of the
European Funds are also financed; currently, we are
implementing three special actions funded by the BMVI Fund.
These are the ECAI action aimed at enhancing the Greek
police’s capacity for successful implementation of the
interoperability framework. The Frontex action aimed at
enhancing the capacity of competent Greek authorities for
monitoring maritime and land borders. The e-Surveillance
action aimed at developing an electronic monitoring system at
external borders. The Reaction action aimed at border area
surveillance using UAVs, unmanned aerial and ground vehicles,
and for the first time, data processing using Artificial
Intelligence. And one action financed by the ISF, the
Protectome, which concerns the creation of protection domes
for public spaces against the use and access of illegal
criminal UAVs, unmanned aerial vehicles. The total budget for
these actions is respectively €40.2 million for BMVI and
€168,000 for ISF.

I would like to emphasize, as Mr. Papadopoulos mentioned
earlier, the absorption capacity milestones for all Funds,
which require us to have absorbed 10% of each Fund’s budget by
31.12.2024, in order to enter the next period dynamically.
Implementation in terms of physical deliverables, such as
technical means or any other projects, and financial
objectives, such as payments, must be completed by 31.12.2027,
with an extension to 2029.

To date, the progress of actions from the perspective of IDAP
and the Ministry of Citizen Protection is as follows: many
committees are currently operational for several of these 64



actions, including both national and specific ones mentioned
earlier, for drafting technical specifications, as previously
mentioned, to protect various fundamental rights, conducting
impact studies for personal data protection, as many of these
means record images and sound, hence the need to avoid
recording images and sound from private spaces. As IDAP, the
European Development Programme Management Authority, to save
time and achieve the maximum possible absorption of funding
within the above timelines, we are already taking the
following actions: submitting draft invitations to the
Administrative Authority for approval for various actions,
signing and publishing invitations by the Ministry of Citizen
Protection, informing almost all beneficiaries who have taken
the above actions to submit technical papers, evaluating
submitted technical papers and funding requests.

Thank you very much for your attention.

Mr. Krezias, thank you very much. We expect the collaboration
we have had so far and truly hope for the ISF to reach 10% by
the end of the year so that we can also receive the top-up in
this area. Mr. Konstantinos Solkidis, our Ministry, and
generally the country has a Fundamental Rights Officer based
at the Ministry of Migration and Asylum; Mr. Solkidis is the
Front, and we thank him for the excellent cooperation we have
had so far. Mr. Solkidis tries, through the independence
provided by the legislation, not to denounce but to protect in
the best possible way what we call fundamental human rights
and with his suggestions, the use of the money available from
our funds 1is done in such a way as to have an impact, a
positive impact on what we call fundamental human rights, and
respect for the principles and values of Western civilization.

Kosta, you have the floor.

Konstantinos Solkidis Fundamental Rights Officer



Thank you.
Good afternoon to all. I will try to be as brief as possible.

The reasons why effective protection and respect for
fundamental rights are of paramount importance in border
management are obvious. Border management must be done in a
way that ensures that the borders remain secure, but it is
also important to provide mechanisms for providing appropriate
and timely assistance to individuals in need of international
protection. In addition, border management with respect for
fundamental rights is important due to the specific legal
framework governing the EU’s border area, as the single
European act, which had already completed 37 years of life,
abolished the internal borders of the countries of the
European Union and the external borders essentially became
common borders for all member states. This fact, in addition
to the legal obligations it creates, implies the special
responsibility of all member states for the effective
protection, also aiming at the preservation of the reputation
of the European Union as to the policy it follows in guarding
its borders.

The definition of the responsible protection of fundamental
rights in the Ministry of Migration and Asylum is tangible
evidence of Greece’s commitment to respect and promote
fundamental rights. The responsible protection of fundamental
rights requires that it acts autonomously and is independent
in the exercise of its duties, has adequate human and
financial resources, which are necessary for the fulfilment of
its duties, and has access to all information concerning the
respect for fundamental rights and to the operational field.

Greece is the only country in the European Union to have
created, at the national level, the institution of the
Fundamental Rights Officer. Only Croatia created, in 2021, a
National Observer Mechanism for Border Issues in a very
different framework. Frontex, a pioneer since 2011, has the



Fundamental Rights Officer, followed by our country at the end
of 2022, Europol in January 2023, while at the end of May 16,
2023, the institution of the Fundamental Rights Officer was
created in Malta in the Asylum Service.

As regards funding, it is worth recalling that Regulation 1060
of 2021 is an exceptional means to ensure that fundamental
rights occupy a dominant position for the disbursement of
European Union capital. Specifically, Article 15 of the
Regulation moves exactly in this direction, referring directly
to Example 3 and referring to [..] horizontal necessary
additional conditions that are applicable to all specific
objectives associated with an act and its implementation.
Specifically, the need to meet these [..] conditions is more
ex-ante than ex-post obligations.

One of the criteria for meeting the [..] conditions is the
effective implementation and application of the fundamental
rights map and ensuring compliance with this primary EU law,
which includes provisions covering all fundamental rights from
individual and political rights to economic and social rights.
Beyond the regulations that ensure the compliance of things
supported by the funds and their implementation with the
relevant provisions of the map, this regulation also requires
the introduction of provisions for the submission of reports
on those cases in which non-compliance with the map 1is
observed.

Another necessary contributing condition is the implementation
and application of the United Nations Convention on the Rights
of Persons with Disabilities, a convention that is now part of
EU law. Accordingly, to meet this condition, the
implementation of a relevant national framework to ensure the
implementation is required, including the establishment of
goals, data collection and monitoring mechanisms. An
important, if not more important, factor for meeting the
necessary contributing conditions 1is the introduction of a
system, as among other things, for the 69th paragraph, to



ensure the substantial review of complaints regarding the use
of the resources of the Fund, including complaints submitted
to the European Commission and falling within the scope of the
programmes of the Member States.

I would like to end with two fundamental conclusions. First,
the management of funds and the monitoring of funding should
be done with respect for fundamental rights. Second, the
important role played by National Monitoring Mechanisms 1is
crucial, and therefore sufficient resources must be ensured
for their effective operation. In conclusion, I would like to
emphasise that fundamental rights and their respect are the
responsibility of all of us.

Thank you very much.

We thank you very much, Mr. Solkidis, and thank you for being
on time. As a former military man, you understand this better.
We have with us Mr. Dimosthenis Avarkiotis, who heads the
Independent Fraud Coordination Unit of the National
Transparency Authority, and he will speak about the role of
the National Transparency and Anti-Fraud Authority in co-
financed programmes. You have three minutes.

Dimosthenis Avarkiotis, Head of AFCOS Unit of the National
Transparency Authority

Good morning, thank you Mr. General, dear members of the
Committee, distinguished representatives of the European
Commission.

Let me say a few words because I heard the Minister in his
opening speech talking about transparency, integrity,
accountability. I want to say that I am the head of the Anti-
Fraud Coordination Service (AFC0S) as it is called in Greece,
which falls under the Directorate General for Integrity and
Accountability, to use these words of the National



Transparency Authority.

In 2023, as Mr. Papadopoulos described, Ms. Rogakou as Deputy
Director had welcomed the Commission’s work and had spoken
exactly about the role of the National Authority, and we
continue from there.

Today we will discuss two issues. Firstly, we will make an
assessment, but mostly I want to focus on some common
initiatives undertaken by our agency and the ACM service, and
Mr. Papadopoulos, whom I personally thank for the honour he
has bestowed on me and for the cooperation we have had over
the years.

This will give us an overview of some statistics for this
decade from the establishment of the unit, annually as defined
in the agenda. I will go a bit quickly to tell you that based
on the complaints we have received, we currently have twelve
regarding the AMIF, out of a total of almost a thousand,
within a decade, I repeat, these numbers, and their 1issues
mainly involved conflicts of interest, ineligible expenses,
non-payment of allowances, and any other issues you observe
here. Four have been completed and eight are under monitoring.
A large part of these cases, I must admit, are monitored by
the National Transparency Authority and the Inspections and
Audits Unit. From our side, since 2023, a special email
address has been created and operates for informing citizens
who report, provided they are anonymous reports. This
information is provided without the prior request of the
citizen. When an investigation of a report is completed or it
is archived, and until today we have approximately 167 such
notification cases. I want to make a note here about certain
recommendations of OLAF to the Member States included in the
PYF of 2022, how important it is to improve the detection,
communication, and monitoring of fraud suspicion,
digitalisation of fraud prevention, and of course
strengthening governance in fraud prevention.



I would like to talk now about the common initiative and the
fact that the European Commission constantly pressured for the
adoption of national anti-fraud strategies. And why is that?
Because various national bodies involved can adopt a common
approach and facilitate their cooperation in combating fraud
phenomena with the services of the European Commission.
National anti-fraud networks have been developed in many
European hours and in Greece, with the NTAA/AFCOS playing a
very important role in this.

Here, therefore, within the framework of Action 1.2.4 of the
National Strategic Plan for Combating Corruption 2022-2025,
which is analysed in three pillars, we jointly coordinate and
monitor the National Strategy together with the AMIF services
and I will use Mr. Papadopoulos’ idea with the roadmap and
show that essentially the path we have taken together with the
management authority has to do initially with mapping with an
institutional framework, of course, the communication of the
action, with the definition of contact points with the
competent officials, with technical meetings and with a tool
that is the NTAA/AFCOS platform.

Technical meetings that have been held have started from 2023
and extend until today. I would like to tell you, therefore,
that special attention is given both from our side and of
course from the side of the management authority to the
preparation of

the sectoral strategy. Our country does not have a unified
national anti-fraud strategy. The requirements of the EU and
the national institutional framework dictate that particularly
in areas where there is no national strategy, one should be
developed and here we have made this effort with the
management authority. I will not dwell on this any longer.

I want to say that we have established a very good level of
cooperation with the management authority and at this moment
we are in the phase of defining working groups, these working



groups will be defined when they will meet within the year to
advance this process of developing an anti-fraud strategy and
we are together, I think, with the staff of the management on
a very good path until today.

Again, thank you and we are at your disposal as the National
Reporting Point of the National Transparency Authority.

Patroklos Georgiadis, General Secretary of Migration Policy

We thank you very much for the cooperation, but it is not just
cooperation, it is also our protection to do our job correctly
and not expose ourselves, but mainly not our country.

Ms. Rania Economou, head of EYSEKT, will talk to us about
issues she handles for actions and synergies as well as the
complementarity of our funds with the ESF.

Rania Oikonomou, Head of ESF Actions Coordination and
Monitoring Authority (EYSEKT)

Hello from me as well.

I will speak to you about something very interesting: the
cooperation and complementarity between the two funds,
certainly not their overlap.

The European Social Fund (ESF) aims at the social and economic
inclusion of all groups experiencing discrimination and
inequalities. Before I move on to more operational matters and
analyse the actions included in the ESF, I want to start by
emphasising that both funds operate under the premise that no
state can achieve economic development unless it ensures that
all members of its society do not experience discrimination
and inequalities. This is what we aim to achieve with both
funds: for our country to be a place where third-country
nationals have prospects. Within this framework, knowing that
it is one of the groups receiving significant emphasis and
priority in the NSRF, actions have been integrated into both



regional programmes and our sectoral programme for the
development of human resources and social cohesion.

Regarding the regional programmes, actions are included under
two specific objectives. One objective aims to promote the
socio-economic inclusion of third-country nationals, including
migrants, and includes comprehensive integration actions for
third-country nationals in the labour market. This is the
well-known evolution of the existing “Helios” programme, which
we have been working on with the Ministry for the past two
years to integrate into the NSRF.Evpwna This was necessary
because the two funds have different management systems and
different purposes, so all ECF data had to be adapted.

There are funds allocated to 13 regional programmes. The total
budget amounts to approximately 86 million euros, and we are
pleased to announce that after two years of hard work, the
call for proposals from the regional programmes will be
released soon, and the action will finally be included 1in
NSRF.

There are other types of actions, not similar in all
programmes; each programme has designed and approved different
types of actions. The total budget for these actions is 8.5
million euros. As you can see, there is provision for Greek
language courses, awareness-raising, intercultural mediation
services in public and health services, capacity building of
organizations regarding the inclusion of third-country
nationals, and support for the social inclusion of children
and adolescents who are third-country nationals.

I want to particularly emphasise capacity building because
what we found from the previous programme is that especially
at the local government level, social services do need
strengthening. This would greatly aid the overall advisory
support for third- country nationals. Equally important are
awareness-raising actions because our programmes serve a dual
role: supporting target groups and fostering empathy among our



fellow citizens to truly consider migrants and refugees as
equals in society. Another very important objective within the
regional programmes concerns enhancing equal and timely access
to quality, sustainable, and economically affordable. This
includes integration centres for migrants that are
incorporated into community centres. Currently, only 11 are
operational, but our effort is to convince municipalities that
creating new centres is in their best interest. Also,
intercultural mediation services 1in integration centres for
migrants currently employ 33 intercultural mediators in 31
municipalities, with more expected to be hired and trained in
the current programme.

Regarding the sectoral programme, human resources and social
cohesion involve about 2 million euros, just over 2 million in
horizontal systemic interventions. Without going into
technical details, these are interventions that indirectly
benefit the target group but directly benefit the Ministry and
implementing agencies through interventions such as database
integration, recording, logical representation, and other
measures that ultimately facilitate monitoring of actions and
beneficiaries.

As you can see, another action involves mapping the
educational background, work experience, and professional
profiles of beneficiaries of international protection, which
is very important and somewhat related to our directions that
employment promotion should be closely tied to the educational
background and professional profile of third-country
nationals.

Actions for unaccompanied minors, as you can see, include
developing a mentor system for unaccompanied minors to
facilitate their social integration and developing new
approaches for the social inclusion of migrants.

Here, there are actions included in the “Guarantee for the
Child” initiative, and as you will see below, there are also



actions that, although not strictly targeted at migrants,
because they concern actions for vulnerable groups, also
include migrants and beneficiaries of international
protection. Another very important action is workshops and
activities to raise awareness among migrants and beneficiaries
of international protection regarding the prohibition of
discrimination, gender equality, prevention of trafficking,
and all forms of violence, as well as promoting the European
way of life. It is very important for every person entering
another country to first understand the conditions and
peculiarities of the way of life both in Europe as a whole and
in each country individually. Besides systemic interventions,
as you can see, there is a plethora of actions for employment
and the labour market with a budget of approximately 30
million euros. I won’t tire you with them now; you can see the
indicative actions that are planned, with the most
characteristic being training programmes and practical
exercises to bring employers closer to groups. And within this
framework, targeted actions will also be taken for the
development of corporate social responsibility from the
employers’ side.

Here you can see the other actions that, although not
exclusively targeting this group, include it and concern
education and lifelong learning. Mainly now, to put it more
simply, it involves supporting children within schools and
their ability to participate in second chance schools, as well
as participation in adult education, counselling, and
vocational orientation programmes, especially for those with
low qualifications.

That's all from me.

Whatever discussion you’d like to have, we can have it during
the break to avoid any delays. Thank you very much.

Rania, thank you very much. Your assistance 1is truly
important, complementary, and not alternative to our goals. We
look forward to working together in the immediate future to
shape actions that will serve our common goals in the field of
social inclusion primarily.

Next, a trio from the administrative authority will follow.
Mr. Tsagas, Head of Unit Al for the intermediate evaluation of
ESF funds. Mr. Kritsimas, Head of Unit A2 for the unit costs
of the new period. And Mrs. Charis Oikonomopoulou for the
communication strategy of the ESF.

Kostas Tsagas, Head of Unit Al for the intermediate evaluation
of ESF

Thank you, Mr. President.

I will talk about the evaluation plans and performance report
submissions. Regarding the content of the presentation, it
falls within the competence of the administrative authority
based on Article 1060 of the CPR. It includes evaluation plans
and performance report submissions. Firstly, let’s briefly
review the competences of the administrative authority. These
include the revision of the programme based on Article 18,
evaluation plans, intermediate evaluations per fund, final
evaluations per fund based on Article 44, performance report
submissions per fund, submission of financial data and
indicators to the Commission, the control strategy, which is
being planned, and the management and control plan that has
been approved and implemented, as well as expenditure
forecasts.

Regarding the evaluation plans, the legal framework is Article
44 of Regulation 1016/2021. The objectives are to improve the
quality of evaluations through proper design, provide timely
information to managers and decision-makers, ensure that
resources are allocated for the implementation and completion
of evaluations and studies included in the evaluation plan.



The main evaluation criteria are efficiency, effectiveness,
relevance, coherence, suitability, participation, impact, and
EU added value.

The challenges include issues in cooperating with stakeholders
on evaluation findings, administrative procedure issues,
scheduling issues, and the availability of data in a timely
manner. I will not go into the evaluation factors now so that
I can proceed directly to the objectives. It involves creating
an evaluation grid that follows the regulatory framework,
provides information to cover requirements related to the
review of programme performance, provides information on
indicator trends related to outcome outputs and impacts,
describes and analyses programme development, is formative
evaluation, describes and analyses programme implementation to
assess its progress in a specific time period, facilitates
potential review, and presents a summary of results from all
partial evaluations in 2029 and aims for multidimensional
evaluation of socioeconomic impacts of programmes.

The use of intermediate evaluation findings to achieve
evaluation plan objectives mainly in the formulation of the
intervention logic of the objectives themselves and the
selection of evaluation topics has been assessed and utilized
by integrating the findings of intermediate evaluations
conducted during the 2014-2020 programme period. Therefore,
the findings of intermediate evaluations conducted during the
previous programme period were considered for the design and
implementation of the current programme period. Now, regarding
the documentation of the selection of the subject of each
evaluation for the three funds, it was largely dictated by the
financial gravity of actions in national programmes, the need
for evaluation of actions and interventions per fund, the need
for continuous evaluation of the implementation of each
programme as a whole, regulatory requirements regarding the
orientation and content of evaluations, and the planning of
calls for proposals in the programmes of the Migration and



Home Affairs Funds for the 2021-2027 programme period, and the
actions already included in national programmes.

Now let’s get to the substance of the evaluation plan. It is
the first intermediate evaluation of the three Funds, it is
formative. It was submitted in 2023 and again in January 2024.
It will be followed by the effectiveness evaluation in
February 2026 of the actions for the AMIF and BMVI programmes
and a second intermediate evaluation of the ASYL programme. A
multidimensional evaluation of socio- economic impacts for the
three Funds is planned for 2028 and the final evaluation of
national programmes for the three Funds in February 2029. The
timeline of the evaluation plan is that informal transmission
of the plans was made to the European Commission in January
2023, receiving observations from DG Home, revision in January
2024, and integration of Commission observations. In February
2024, they were submitted for approval to the European
Commission via the CHANNEL and the 9th written procedure, and
final transmission to the European Commission via the SFC.

Now I will present the performance report submissions that
also need to be approved by the Commission. The legal
framework is Article 41 of Regulation 1060/2021.

Let me talk about the timeline. The first transmission via SFC
took place in February 2024, receiving observations from the
European Commission. In May 2024, reports were reviewed, and
observations integrated. In June 2024, second approval at the
third EPP session. And transmission following approval by the
EPP.

Now, let’s talk about the findings, rather about what has been
recorded. For the BMVI, a total of nine actions were approved,
starting to be implemented under specific objectives 1 and 2
with a total budget of around 100 million and a contribution
from the Fund amounting to 78. Third-country citizens residing
in six reception centres received feeding services, upgrading
of facilities was provided, security services were provided,



and actions of national relevance were carried out with an eye
to the development of the country.

Citizens of third countries received catering services
residing in six identification reception centres, guarding and
upgrading facility services were provided in six
identification reception centres, and interpretation services
were provided in six centres, with 95 individuals
participating in training activities. Regarding TEA, four
special actions were approved but outcomes have not been
captured yet due to delayed programme implementation
initiation. Moving on to TAME, a total of nine actions were
approved, starting implementation for specific objectives 1
and 2 with a total budget of 63 million and contributions from
funds at 47. Interpretation and translation services were
provided to approximately 17,000 citizens of third countries.
5,000 moved within Greek territory. 65 transfers were executed
based on Regulation 604/2013. Security, cleaning, and
maintenance services were provided to 10,000 citizens of third
countries, and approximately 12,000 residents in temporary
reception and hosting structures were fed.

Final assessment indicates that implementation progress for
BMVI is deemed satisfactory so far, but indicator and
expenditure documentation remain incomplete. Expecting
accelerated receipt submission in the integrated information
system next period, while further progress is anticipated to
achieve objectives in next period’s physical object recording.

For ISF, there were no index and expenditure recordings due to
failure to implement actions on time, yet commencement 1is
anticipated in collaboration, as stated with EYDAP.

So, we need to present the interim evaluation reports for the
31 programmes. The presentation covers the legal framework,
purpose, the five main points, the implementation timeline,
the intervention 1logic used for the evaluation, the
methodology, and the results.



The evaluation was based on five criteria: relevance,
effectiveness, efficiency, coherence, and added value. Here 1is
the structure of the interim evaluation. The timeline was the
contracting with an independent external evaluator 1in
September 2023, the preparation of interim evaluations and
data collection from October 2023 to February 2024, the final
submission to the Commission via SFC in March 2024, and in
April 2024, publication on Diavlos and notification of the
Monitoring Committee.

Here we have the intervention logic as provided by DG Home’s
note, which explains how the evaluation was conducted. I am
now explaining the intervention logic in the presentation, but
I won’'t go into depth. The intervention logic helps identify
driving forces and problems to be addressed by each fund,
factors that may affect the implementation of programmes, and
how these are considered in the formulation of programme
strategies. It also considers related interventions that may
contribute to achieving the same policy goal and gaps in the
programme monitoring system.

I won’t go into the methodology now. I’'ll go straight to data
collection and questionnaire development. Primary data on the
actions were collected through the integrated information
system with output, result, and total budget indicators, per
action and intervention area. A detailed structured
questionnaire with about 50 questions was prepared by an
independent evaluator to qualitatively assess procedural
aspects and identify issues from beneficiaries. Secondary data
were gathered, sent to beneficiaries electronically,
collected, and analysed. The impact of programme actions was
measured, and conclusions and recommendations were drawn based
on the collected data.

Now, the results for the AMIF (Asylum, Migration and
Integration Fund): timely action planning and implementation
despite bureaucratic obstacles, satisfactory data collection,
and progress 1in 1implementation. The actions met the



programme’s specific objectives, effectively addressing needs
in reception, asylum, and integration sectors. The programme
exceeded its goals. However, there was an inability to
accurately quantify the impact of actions due to the available
data. We mentioned that the process of reporting indicators in
the information system needs to be accelerated.

Recommendations include additional research to reassess and
predict needs for the remaining programming period, improving
response time and better coordination with beneficiaries. This
is being done through technical assistance and training via
the Public Administration School. Strengthening the managing
authority’s personnel 1is wunderway. Providing adequate
specialization and continuous support and guidance to
beneficiaries for timely recording of implementation progress
is necessary. Progress in implementing actions, flexibility,
and adaptation of the AMIF programme’s strategy and budget are
also needed, as beneficiaries request better flexibility in
programme modifications.

For the BMVI (Border Management and Visa Instrument): timely
start, satisfactory overall implementation progress, effective
needs coverage with actions in the common visa and border
policy sectors. The actions met specific objectives. The main
issue identified by beneficiaries was funding flow problems
and the fact that financial support amounts did not meet
actual needs. There was an inability to quantify the impact of
actions based on available data - a common 1issue.
Recommendations include additional research for reassessment,
prediction, and prioritization of needs for the remaining
programming period, improving response time, and better
coordination with beneficiaries. Strengthening personnel,
providing sufficient specialization, and continuous support in
the expense declaration report in the integrated information
system are also necessary. The managing authority provides
this support to beneficiaries. Progress in achieving goals by
the end of the period and flexibility in the National



Programme’s strategy and budget are also needed — a common
issue.

Regarding the TEA (Temporary Emergency Assistance), due to
little progress in implementation, the recommendations are to
expedite procedures for the call, evaluation, and
implementation of actions in the second half of the
programming period to ensure timely implementation and
achievement of the AMIF. Appoint contact points from the
managing authority during the submission and evaluation
process that do not change frequently. Improve and systematize
information dissemination to partners through more specific
guidelines and frameworks. For special actions already
approved by the Commission, update the Management System to
quickly start actions. As we mentioned, the Management and
Control System is being modified so that when the Commission’s
call is communicated to beneficiaries, the process of drafting
technical action sheets begins, and upon approval, the
beneficiary can submit them, allowing the action to mature.

Provide adequate specialized and continuous support and
guidance to beneficiaries, record data in the integrated
information system, and conduct personnel training for
beneficiaries through workshops. That'’s all.

I will strictly adhere to the three-minute limit for the next
speaker. Giorgos Kritsimas on unit costs.

Giorgos Kritsimas, Head of Unit A2

Thank you, General Secretary. Thank you, Mr. Papadopoulos. I
would also like to greet and thank the members and attendees
for participating in this very important institution for the
implementation of the programmes we manage. I want to take a
moment to thank the members, the staff of Unit A2, and the



technical advisors who supported us with their important work
throughout the previous period and who I am sure will continue
in the next period.

Today'’'s theme concerns the simplified cost options,
specifically unit costs. I won’t dwell on the regulations, as
they are known to everyone. Key points: we are talking about
the Common Provisions Regulation 1060/2021, which introduces
improvements and additional simplified cost options for the
2021-2027 period. These have been incorporated into the
national institutional framework through Law 4914 and the
Ministerial Decision for the Management and Control System of
the Managing Authority.

There are three main categories: unit costs, which we have
widely used in both the previous and the new programming
periods. Key features include calculating the total or part of
the cost of a specific output or result, a pre-determined
amount that is multiplied by the number of units and easily
applies to quantifiable amounts. We make extensive use of this
in hosting structures for unaccompanied minors and semi-
independent living apartments, as we will see shortly. Another
category 1is lump sums. Their characteristics are visible; I
won’t take up your time with details. Lastly, financing with a
flat rate, which we also widely use, as EU regulations give us
great flexibility without needing to justify why we use these
rates. We will see more on this shortly.

The benefits of simplified cost options include reducing and
easing the administrative burden, better tracking of the
action since we move away from checking receipts and invoices
to monitoring physical outputs, and significantly reducing
errors, especially since we have approval for the unit cost
study from the control authority.

Here I reproduce the regulation article where you can see the
calculation methods and ways. Let’s stay with the first method
to avoid reproducing regulations. We talk about a calculation



based on a fair, objective, and verifiable method, which
should rely on elements like statistical data, objective
information, expert opinions, verified historical data from
each beneficiary, or applying usual accounting practices of
individual beneficiaries. The Managing Authority has chosen
and uses simplified cost methods based on statistical data,
other objective information, and expert opinions.

In brief, some basic mistakes or issues we might encounter and
need to be careful of: these forms are developed 1in
collaboration with beneficiaries, so we need to focus on good
communication with them to get the correct information. Often,
a small sample is used; it should be as extensive as possible
in both size and timeframe. Errors in the evaluator’s
calculations must be carefully checked, and the use of data
should be as close to implementation as possible to avoid
deviations from reality. We must also ensure that costs are
eligible and do not include ineligible expenses.

I have provided some examples. I think we can skip them; we
don’t need to stay on them. Basic, very quickly, an overview
of the previous period. For the 2014- 2020 programming period,
actions implemented through unit costs amounted to 87 million
euros. They roughly account for one-quarter of the total
programme, the AMIF. I consider this a crucial part of the
Fund’'s implementation. Similarly, for 2021-2027, we are
already at 21% of the total included actions through
simplified cost options. Indicative examples include hosting
centres for minors, semi- independent living apartments, the
ESTIA programme, and the cash assistance programme.

I have some examples here, but I imagine we don’'t need to
dwell on them. Finally, summarizing, simplified costs can
apply to a wide range of programmes and projects and offer
significant benefits. Proposals include training and
supporting beneficiaries in adopting simplified costs, ongoing
evaluation, and 1improving procedures to ensure the
effectiveness of these options. Thank you very much, and sorry



for the time.

Giorgos, we thank you. The truth is that Mr. Kritsimas has
worked hard for what you saw, and to develop the methodology
of what we call “unit costs” 1s something that, where
applicable, facilitates both us and the beneficiaries. Next 1is
Mrs. Oikonomopoulou on the communication strategy of the AMIF,
then we will connect with Mrs. Karamitsa, Fani Karamitsa, who
is our close collaborator and Director of Public Investments
at the Ministry of Finance, followed by Mr. Nasopoulos, Mrs.
Kristaki, and Mrs. Kakosimi.

Charis Oikonomopoulou, Officer of Unit Al
Good evening from me as well.

I will quickly present the main changes made to the
communication strategy of the AMIF. Firstly, we have updated
the Publicity Guide, where all beneficiaries and interested
parties can access to see the main changes and enriched
examples on how to create signs and post their actions funded
by the funds on their websites.

Initially, I started the presentation with the institutional
framework, which you all know, both the European and Greek
programmes and the articles related to publicity. I would like
to focus on two specific things: the communication goals are
very clear, and for this reason, the service has proceeded
with the Communication Guide and the preparation of the
communication strategy for promoting all projects and actions
funded by the European Union.

The communication strategies, like the Guide, have a single
goal, which is to describe the communication framework of AMIF
with a unified and comprehensible image and identity for all
stakeholders and beneficiaries. The central communication goal
is dual: informing beneficiaries about the funding



opportunities provided by the programmes and highlighting the
role of the European Union to the general public.

Now, the strategic goals are the active role of the European
Union and its promotion, increasing the visibility and
recognition of the programmes, and ensuring transparency in
accessing programme funding through AMIF. To create and update
the communication strategy that has been sent to you and
through Diavlos, we used various tools. The main tool was SWOT
Analysis, recording all existing needs and problems, as well
as the opportunities and possibilities provided within the
broader framework of funding, and primarily using SMART
objectives — Specific, Measurable, Achievable, Relevant, and
Time-bound — to have measurable and realistic goals each time.
The annual action plan of AMIF was created using this
approach.

Here you see a bit of the SWOT Analysis, which is included in
the updated communication strategy. We analysed who the
beneficiaries are, the target audiences, and then, as I
mentioned at the beginning, the key points include the updated
guide, the recording tables of publicity actions. These are
two tools: one is filled out by the beneficiaries, and then
from the tables we collect from all beneficiaries, we create a
consolidated table that includes all communication and
publicity indicators.

The annual communication action plan and the updated programme
web pages now feature a pamphlet in simple language with the
main obligations and a summary for beneficiaries, along with
the online generator that serves this purpose for uniform
promotion and image of the funds and the European Union. Here
is an image of the table, the second table completed by the
service after collecting the others, the annual action plan,
mandatory publicity collaborations, the application of the
sign, the online generator, and this is the communication
policy evaluation model based on the flows we have,
activities, outputs, results, impacts. The regulatory



framework generally sets the minimum requirements for
programme communication.

However, the success of communication ultimately depends on
the genuine commitment, professionalism, and experience of all
involved authorities and project beneficiaries. In conclusion,
targeted and creative communication actions, proper planning,
systematic monitoring, and evaluation are crucial. As the
European Commission’s directive states, “Policy and
communication are two sides of the same coin. It is important
to deliver and good to be seen.” It is good to deliver and
good to be seen. Thank you.

Thank you very much, Charis. Now, let’s connect with the
Director of Public Investments, Mrs. Karamitsa

Karamitsa Fani, Director of Public Investments

Thank you very much for inviting me to the Committee’s work. I
represent the General Directorate of Public Investments. I
also appreciate the opportunity to say a few words about the
Public Investment Programme. Given the limited time, I will be
very brief. The Public Investment Programme (PIP) is the main
tool for funding our development policy, and it is a special
part of the state budget. It is divided into national and co-
financed parts, and within the national part, we also include
Recovery Fund projects, which we treat as a third segment. The
funding for all co- financed projects comes from the PIP.

I want to focus on three points due to time constraints.
First, the PIP’'s turnover has significantly increased 1in
recent years. In 2023, the PIP spent a total of 11.2 billion
euros, a substantial increase compared to previous years. The
budget for 2024 is even higher at exactly 12.167 billion
euros, of which 40% has already been spent. The share of
projects related to migration policy is about 4%. These
projects are funded across all three segments of the PIP, with



the most significant segment being the co-financed one, which
includes the funds’' projects. In 2023, we spent around 360
million euros from the co-financed segment on these actions,
with additional actions in the National and Recovery Fund
segments totalling around 33 million euros.

For 2024, we have already allocated about 4.7% to migration-
related projects in the first half of the year. The funding
procedures for these projects are designed to be quick and
simplified. A special central account has been set up for
funding these projects, covering 94% of these expenditures
since its creation in 2017, amounting to about 1.3 billion
euros. We are also implementing electronic payments,
electronic invoicing, and rapid procedures through the
electronic public investment programme.

A new law for the PIP is in the works to consolidate all
previous provisions, simplifying and relieving administrative
burdens. For example, it will unify credit and funding
processes and automate initial decisions, eliminating the need
for agency proposals. This law 1is currently 1in the
consultation phase and has been announced but not yet
submitted.

We are also upgrading the e-PIP information system to digitize
the new architecture and integrate with third-party systems. I
want to thank all involved services for their cooperation and
assure you of our continued support. Thank you very much.

Thank you, Ms. Karamitza. We appreciate your help whenever we
seek it. Now, let’s give the floor to Mr. Nasopoulos, the
Deputy Head of Unit B2, to briefly update us on the
implementation progress.

Pantelis Nasopoulos, Deputy Head of Unit B2

Good evening, Mr. Secretary-General, Mr. Director, and



esteemed attendees. Given the time constraints, I will go
through the initial slides quickly. Let’'s review the
achievements of Unit B2 for the 2021-2027 programming period.

First, let me briefly outline the responsibilities of Unit B2.
All B units of the ESDIME oversee the monitoring of actions
from the creation of a technical project sheet to its
completion. This includes allocation requests, achievement
reports, expenditure statements, and legal checks at the
tender and contract levels. This workload is significant, but
we manage to cope due to our good cooperation with other units
and beneficiaries.

Regarding the AMIF (Asylum, Migration, and Integration Fund),
from the total integrated actions of 1.5 billion euros, 577
million euros are under AMIF. Unit Bl deals with ISF (Internal
Security Fund) and BMVI (Border Management and Visa
Instrument), while Units B2 and B3 focus on AMIF. The
allocation is based on the beneficiaries each unit serves.

Specifically, Unit B2 handles 392 million euros out of the 577
million euros allocated to AMIF, covering 22 integrated
actions. Key areas include facility management, providing
cleaning, security, and maintenance services 1in reception
centres across the mainland and islands, in cooperation with
the Reception and Identification Service (RIS). This is a
challenging and demanding task, but we are confident that we
will meet our targets by the end of the 2021-2027 programming
period.

Here is a pile chart showing the distribution of funds among
our partners, with the RIS taking the lion’s share at around
70%. Other partners include IOM, the Asylum Service, CRS, and
the National Public Health Organization (EODY).

Finally, I want to highlight the impressive performance of
ESDIME in activating and integrating co-financed programmes.
Our efforts are reflected in the leading position of AMIF 1in



both programme integration and absorption rates. This is a
testament to our hard work and effective collaboration.

We commit to maintaining and even exceeding these results in
the coming year. Thank you very much for your attention.

Thank you, Pantelis. Now, Ms. Ktistaki will talk about the
actions 1implemented to support the Reception and
Identification Service.

Ms. Ktistaki, Reception and Identification Service

Honourable members of the Committee, dear colleagues, good
evening to you all. As the General Secretary mentioned, I will
briefly talk about the actions concerning the support of the
main reception structures, specifically the Reception and
Identification Service (RIS). Following the diagram shown by
Mr. Nasopoulos in his presentation, you saw that in the AMIF,
RIS is the beneficiary of 71% of the actions and funding.

To begin with, let me briefly explain why this is the case:
the Reception and Identification Service is the competent
authority responsible for ensuring reception conditions that
create an adequate standard of 1living, guaranteeing the
maintenance and protection of the physical and mental health
of those seeking international protection. Essentially, RIS 1is
tasked with upholding the obligations stemming from EU law, as
incorporated into national law. The mission, based on the
organizational structure of the RIC, is to effectively conduct
the reception and identification processes and care for the
temporary accommodation of third-country nationals and
stateless persons who enter the country without 1legal
formalities.

This responsibility of RIS is exclusively exercised through
its regional services, which include five closed controlled
structures on the islands, three reception and identification



centres (one at the land border at the Evros outpost and two
in the mainland, Malakasa and Diavata), which also have
integrated temporary accommodation facilities, and 24
controlled temporary accommodation structures. The total
capacity of all these regional services today reaches 40,876
places.

It is important to note that the support of RIS over the years
and the structural changes that have occurred to form its
current organization were significantly backed by the previous
political period, 2014-2020. However, as Mr. Papadopoulos
mentioned earlier, the difference with the previous period was
that there were many emergency fundings, managed by
international organizations, which, along with the funds,
contributed to the construction and/or upgrading of the
regional services within RIS, where our obligations to the EU
law are currently fulfilled.

Given that housing is a fundamental material condition of
reception, it has been a major concern for the Ministry and
RIS. In the new policy period 2021-2027, we have two main
changes: first, we have transitioned almost exclusively to
shared management since there are no emergency fundings, and
second, the new organizational structure since 2020, now means
that reception is directly and exclusively managed by RIS.

RIS handles all programmes, as previously there were other
responsible ministries, until the National Reception System
took its current form. The main actions supported from
2021-2027 are included in a table I have prepared, listing the
still active actions. Some actions entered the 2021-2027
period but are no longer active. Knowing that we are in the
AMIF section, I must mention that RIS is also supported by
BMVI, given that the Evros RIC and the Controlled Entry Points
(CEP) are involved in border management.

I have not yet referred to the action called ESTIA, which
contributed to expense absorption, hence its mention. Since



2021, retroactively included actions are feeding (the second
most important material reception condition after housing),
interpretation (crucial for all functions and services within
reception structures), and transfer operations, both for
decongesting the islands and border structures by prioritizing
the transfer of vulnerable asylum seekers to mainland housing
positions, and land transportation ensuring access to public
services.

Facility Management services (cleaning, security, maintenance)
ensure a decent living environment and physical safety. The
employment of temporary contract staff strengthens our
service, necessary for managing all these tasks flexibly and
ready. The project we call Centaur involves infrastructure and
security equipment within the structures.

Lastly, two significant projects where we are not direct
beneficiaries but overseeing authorities include financial aid
to asylum seekers, managed by Catholic Relief Services, and
the Hippocrates I programme, succeeding the Filoxenia
programme by EODY, with a focus on primary medical care and
psychosocial support within the structures.

In conclusion, despite strict adherence to regulations, we
have achieved a significant transformation in the National
Reception System within a few years, greatly supported by the
management colleagues.

Thank you, Ms. Ktistaki. Ms. Kakosimou, Director of Support of
the Asylum Service, will speak about the actions implemented
by the Asylum Service with AMIF support.

Vasiliki Kakosimou, Director of Support of the Asylum Service

Mr. President, honourable members of the Committee,



It’s a great pleasure and honour to present on behalf of my
service. We are at a transitional period, closing the previous
and opening the new programming period. Despite the
challenges, we have performed well.

The Asylum Service, as a beneficiary of the funds under the
General Secretariat for Migration Policy, oversees the co-
financed programmes. Our support division monitors the
actions. In the previous period, we absorbed approximately
€82.8 million. The transparency slides are in English for the
anglophone audience. The actions included Dublin Regulation
transfers, interpretation, security, cleaning services, legal
aid, and a mobile application for beneficiary information,
benefiting thousands of recipients.

In the new programming period, we manage four actions with a
total budget of approximately €29.3 million, with €2.1 million
in payments so far. The actions include Dublin Regulation
transfers, crucial for family reunifications, interpretation
services essential for fair and effective asylum procedures,
personnel strengthening still in preparation, and second-
degree legal aid for appealing rejected asylum decisions,
ensuring fair access to justice.

With these actions and continued cooperation with the Managing
Authority, we aim to maintain a fair and effective asylum
examination system for all beneficiaries.

Thank you very much.

Thank you, Ms. Kakosimou. It is Ms. Eirini Gerogli,
representative of the International Organization for Migration
regarding the Reception and Identification Centres (RIC)
programme, which is a programme that is expected to start in
the next few days, is under evaluation by the Managing
Authority and we are waiting for her to describe it to us.



Eirini Gerogli, IOM representative
Good evening, thank you very much for the invitation.

Given the limited time, I will try to briefly describe the
specific programme, I will go through several slides, but I
will make sure to be concise and understandable. We are
talking about a programme to provide primary health care to
the mobile population residing in closed controlled
structures, in the first reception and identification centres,
as well as in the controlled temporary accommodation
structures.

We are talking about the mainland as well as the islands. Our
goal is to cover the population residing in these specific
structures, approximately 30,000 is the target that the
invitation also has. IOM will take over the overall management
of the action and will staff the programme with specialized
personnel both in administrative support and in the field.

Now, the provision of primary health care, which will be done
with specific external partners that we will have providers,
will be made up of specific groups of professionals, each
group will be in each structure, that is, there will be no
groups that will cover two and three structures and will
provide their services. These teams will consist of health
professionals, doctors, nurses, midwives and obstetricians, as
well as psychosocial staff, either psychologists or social
workers.

As I mentioned before, the specific teams will operate in the
structures we mentioned. This action will also be flanked by
eight mobile units that will take part in the specific action
and in addition to the teams that will be the core body in the
structures I mentioned on the five islands, there will also
be, as we call them, the recording teams, which will
essentially be teams that are again made up of the specialties
I mentioned, but they will be the teams that will do the first



screening, the triage as well as the vulnerability assessment
and all that we know about the islands.

For this whole scheme, as we have described it, DOM will make
sure to have one person in each structure so that there is
better monitoring of the project and will also strengthen the
staff of each structure with its own staff and the logic is to
have better supervision of the islands services that will be
provided in the field. DOM, as an intergovernmental
organization and part of the United Nations System, will
assign to an appropriate service provider the conduct of an
independent audit, so that all administrative, financial,
technical and physical aspects of the specific project can be
audited with the correct procedures.

Finally, the programme is co-financed public expenditure and
amounts to 20 million euros. Thank you very much.

Patroklos Georgiadis, General Secretary of Migration Policy
Thank you, Ms. Gerogli.

I will move on to the BMVI issues to give the floor to Mr.
Liakos, Mr. Iliopoulos from YDEAMN, Mr. Christofillis from the
Hellenic Coast Guard and Mr. Panagiotis Tzortzis, squadron
leader from the HAF.

Dimitris Liakos, Head of Unit Bl

Good evening from Unit Bl as well. As has been said many times
in this room today, Unit Bl has taken over the ISF and the
BMVI from a management perspective. Of course, we no longer
have the ISF, we have divided it all up among YDEAP, but the
management has the capability to respond to whatever arises.

So, let’s go straight to what Unit Bl has taken on in terms of
numbers: at the moment, the actions that Unit Bl is handling
are 26 in number, with a budget of 630 million euros and 139
sub-projects. Now, these 139 sub-projects may sound simple,



but they are an indication that each project has a lot of work
behind it. There may be 26 projects with a large budget, as we
can see from the total, but the work behind them is very
large. The characteristic feature is facility management and
catering, which means that the service 1is burdened, the
beneficiary, such as the Reception and Identification Service
(PYT), 1is burdened, and everyone is burdened, but the work
gets done.

And how does it get done? One quantitative measure is that Bl
has so far carried out 19 legality checks, we have
successfully made corrections and returns with 106, 44
legality checks, modifications and updates to technical action
sheets 31, and we have finalized 118 statements of expenditure
without yet utilizing them, because the new programming
period’s Risk Assessment system, which is a favourable systenm,
has not yet been implemented to allow expenditure to be
allocated to an action with a low risk indicator. In other
words, all the statements of expenditure that have been
finalized and all the others that have been checked and not
finalized, because they have been returned, are an indication
of the work that Unit Bl has done so far. In parallel, we are
also running the 14/20, which is nearing completion.

Here are some indicative projects, just so that those who
don’t know Unit Bl know what it has: there is the catering
package, there is the port authority, which has a lot of
projects with boats that it needs to carry out its necessary
procedures, there is the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, which
has no other unit, there is EISCHEP for the NVS, VIS and
Entry-Exit System, there is the Ministry of National Defence
with the Directorate of European Development Programs, which
has already started with three large and important projects,
such as the procurement of vehicles for patrols and perhaps
most importantly, one that is included in the ESOTHE is the
“Procurement of Maritime Border Surveillance Systems”, and we
also have the well-known navy helicopters for their



electronics that come from the 14/20, and generally the logic
of the projects of Unit Bl is that we mainly, not exclusively,
have four beneficiaries: the Reception and Identification
Service, which 1is the blue piece with 200 million euros
allocated, the Hellenic Coast Guard Headquarters with the
largest slice of the pie so far at 400 million euros, the
Ministry of National Defence with 40 million euros and the
Directorate General for Structural Funds of the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs with 60 million euros. Thank you.

Patroklos Georgiadis, General Secretary of Migration Policy
Thank you, Dimitris. Mr. Iliopoulos from YDEAP.
Konstantinos Iliopoulos, Police Superintendent

Thank you very much.

In total, as mentioned by the Director Mr. Krezias, our
service was appointed as an intermediary body, initially with
a Ministerial decision in February 2024 and with an amendment
to it in April 2024, and it will manage funds of 444.6 million
euros, while at the same time it has received funding for four
special actions under the budget of 40.2 million euros.

So far, the programme that YDEAP will manage for the BMVI
concerns 34 assigned actions. To date, we have sent 26 draft
calls to the Managing Authority for approval. Seven calls have
already been issued and four approval decisions have been
signed by the Minister of Citizen Protection. So far, of
course, the procedures continue. Since most of the actions are
at the start, except for those concerning temporary border
guards, I will outline the content of the actions very
briefly.

Starting with the coverage of the salaries of the border
guards, a total of 189.1 million euros has been allocated for
the salaries of this category of personnel. So far, more than
1,000 border guards have been deployed to the border areas of



Greece, thus strengthening the local police directorates.
While the recruitment of 300 fixed-term border guards is
planned in the regional units of Rodopi and Kavala and in the
region of the Southern Aegean Sea, specifically in Rhodes,
Kos, Patmos, Kalymnos, etc., where there are increased needs
of the local police authorities.

The next action concerns the regional system of services that
develop operational responsibilities in the field of border
management, because it is an emblematic project that aims at
the exchange of information between the police services. Thus,
there will be a common awareness of the situation, a common
operational picture which will be exchanged between the
operations centres and in essence will interoperate and it
will be possible to have simultaneous and real-time awareness
of the situation nationwide. Of course, this specific action
will fund the IT system that will be installed in the border
areas of Greece.

Operational means of transport of the Hellenic Police have
been designed, approximately 75 million euros have been
allocated for the procurement of patrol cars, special
vehicles, trucks, buses for transporting prisoners and
transporting support units. There will be a procurement of
special vehicles with imaging cameras for the control of
external borders and with satellite communication
capabilities, as well as another action concerning the
procurement of floating means for inland waters, i.e. for the
lakes and rivers that are the responsibility of the Hellenic
Police as far as the border areas are concerned.

Then, the 25.2 million euros will be allocated for
surveillance equipment, which essentially concerns unmanned
aerial systems that will be procured by the Hellenic Police,
national imaging cameras in portable ones but also cardiac
pulse detection systems that are installed at border entry-
exit points, which in cooperation with the vehicle number
plate recognition systems will equip the entry-exit points,



the authorized entry-exit points of the country.

2.8 million euros will be allocated for training of police
personnel, a total of 8,000 police officers are planned to be
trained: 6,000 police officers will be trained on issues of
integrated border management and 2,000 police officers on
issues of applying the entry-exit system. Indicative topics
for the first category are border protection, nationality
identification, passport control and foreign 1language
learning.

Then, the operating expenses essentially concern the Aspida
operation, which focuses on the detachments of police officers
to border areas of the country to support the work of the
local police authorities, as well as the provision of more
security in the closed controlled structures of the islands of
the Eastern Aegean, where the Hellenic Police has the
authority to carry out the identification of the nationality
of third-country nationals and the upgrading and procurement
of electronic equipment for the border services, as well as
the operational strengthening of the services for border
control.

Then, the actions that focus on passport control are planned
to maintain supplies for fingerprint scanners and counterfeit
travel document control devices, responsibilities that the
Hellenic Police has and exercises, as well as for the
digitization of travel documents, a process that will greatly
facilitate the flow of international travel, but also
effective controls in the future — a process that has already
begun at the initiative of the European Union and the European
Commission.

Another flagship project involves the development of a secure
telecommunications system for the Greek police services, with
a budget of 49 million euros. Currently, such a system exists
but not in all border areas and police services, and this
action will install a complete, efficient, and secure



telecommunications system for all services. Additionally, a
study costing 1.2 million euros for the strategic management
of human resources of the Greek police, a project repeatedly
requested by the European Commission, will be conducted.

The next category concerns actions not completed in the
2014-2020 programming period. Essentially, these actions
relate to the Entry-Exit System because one action involves
the central database of the Entry-Exit System, which will be
installed at the Ministry of Citizen Protection, and the
enhancement of border surveillance capabilities through the
development of IT and telecommunications systems.
Specifically, it involves regional equipment that will staff
the entry-exit points across the country for police services.
These actions were not completed because the system had not
been implemented at the pan-European level, which was a
prerequisite for the final acceptance of these signed
contracts, totalling 31.8 million euros. Consequently, these
actions will be carried over to the next programming period of
2021-2027 for continuation and completion.

The next category concerns the building infrastructure of
border guard departments, including the construction of new
border guard stations at the country’s external borders and
repairs to existing buildings. Finally, the technical
assistance retained in YDEAP amounts to 700,000 euros.

Lastly, the actions of the National Border Surveillance
Control Centre, which 1is the second beneficiary for our
service (the first beneficiary is the Greek Police, and the
second is the National Coordination Centre for Border
Surveillance Control). These five actions include: the first
two concern the National Quality Control Mechanism related to
evaluations of all authorities responsible for border control
and the development of a complete risk analysis system based
on a national methodology derived from SYRAM, Frontex’'s Common
Integrated Risk Analysis Model. The next two actions involve
developing a technical tool and inter-agency cooperation at



the national level for transmitting information from the
national situational picture to the European situational
picture, a key responsibility of the National Coordination
Centre. Lastly, operational expenses ensure the efficient
functioning of the Centre.

YDEAP participates in four specific actions so far. The first,
which Mr. Krezias, our director, mentioned earlier, involves
ECAI, with a budget of 1.1 million euros, focusing on
preparing end-users of EU information systems based on the EU
interoperability regulation and strengthening SIRENE offices
to manage yellow links.

The next action is a specific Frontex action, meaning the
country has a special obligation to provide equipment to
Frontex if required. This involves procuring 20 patrol
vehicles and 5 dog transport vehicles.

The third action concerns the electronic surveillance system
at external borders, aiming to procure 27 mobile incident
management centres distributed nationwide to police services
at external borders, complementing other surveillance means to
secure the entire land border.

Finally, the well-known Reaction project focuses on developing
artificial intelligence for border surveillance for law
enforcement services. Eight partners are involved in the
consortium, with the General Directorate of Informatics and
Communications of the Ministry of Migration and Asylum as the
lead partner. YDEAP participates on behalf of the Ministry of
Citizen Protection, and through these technologies, to be
developed by the end of 2025, the Greek Police is planned to
procure one unmanned fixed-wing aircraft and two unmanned
helicopter-type aircraft.

Thank you very much.

Mr. Christofilis, Lieutenant Commander of the Coast Guard,
will discuss the actions of the Coast Guard.

Dionysis Christofilis, Deputy Commander of the Coast Guard

Thank you. Thank you very much, Mr. President, and thank you
for the honourable invitation to present the actions of the
Coast Guard.

Since we were unable to complete the Minister’s message, he
had addressed the issue of the cohesive planning and
preparation of the equipment programme undertaken by the Coast
Guard since the end of 2019. Essentially, it is structured
around three strategic axes. The first 1is 1improving
situational awareness in the maritime area of responsibility,
primarily through developing the national integrated maritime
surveillance system.

This flagship project, the development of the national
integrated maritime surveillance system, is already under
tender. It’s a very complex project that carried over from the
previous period to the new one. However, the necessary actions
were taken to ensure that the committed funds were not lost.
The tender has been ongoing since June 2020. Unfortunately, we
faced many appeals and involvement from the Council of State,
delaying us by another 1.5 years. We are now ready to start
the second phase of the tender, inviting the two remaining
candidates to receive the technical specifications and submit
their technical and financial offers. Due to the outdated
specifications, we have begun revising them in collaboration
with the armed forces, involving a mixed committee from the
General Staff of National Defence and primarily the General
Staff of the Navy.

The second key strategic area involves enhancing the response
capacity of the Coast Guard, both in speed and range, by
upgrading existing means and procuring new operational assets



to ensure the fleet’s full operational readiness. Key projects
here include the procurement of two offshore patrol vessels
over 80 meters with a helipad, with a total budget of 180
million euros. The project has already been included, and we
expect the tender to be announced by autumn through a
competitive dialogue process. For the two coastal patrol
vessels over 30 meters, we made considerable efforts to ensure
front-loaded absorption. The tender was completed, and we had
a contractor who unfortunately went bankrupt before signing
the contract. These situations are unpredictable, but we did
our best. A new tender will be issued, which will include the
patrol vessel over 30 meters won under the Frontex Specific
Action framework. Both actions have been formally included.

In category B2, all types of vessels are covered. Without
going into details, as you can see, most are included. Some
are already under contract. There are, among others, five
high-speed patrol vessels over 17.5 meters, currently being
built in Finland. The aim was to ensure front-loaded
absorption, with these included as options in the initial
tender under the Frontex Specific Action 14/20 framework.
Unfortunately, the contractor failed to deliver on time, so
the 17 million euros with 90% ISF 14/20 funding will
inevitably move to BMVI funding.

Many other actions are already under contract. The contract
for 11 high-speed patrol vessels, specially equipped with
medical equipment, was signed on June 7.

For 20 high-speed vessels up to 13 meters, the awarding
decision has been made, and we await your approval to sign the
contract. Significant efforts have been made for front-loaded
absorption.

= (Have you received any of the medically equipped vessels
yet?

» We already had 8 funded by NSRF programmes, and we have
included 11 more in BMVI.



= Thank

» The total will be 19. BMVI will also significantly
upgrade the Coast Guard’s aerial means with a complete
upgrade of the 6 DAUPHIN helicopters. This 1is agreed
upon and included in the programme, as well as the
procurement of new medium-range aircraft, which we are
discussing with the Managing Authority. We will likely
go for upgrading existing ones with the same Also
included is the construction of hangars, as leaving them
outside causes rapid deterioration. Additionally, we
will take the next step with unmanned aircraft
acquisition. Since it’'s late, I won’t go into all the
minor actions in detail.

= Just quickly go through them so we can see without
mentioning them,

 Most are specialized, and I saw in your graphs that the
Coast Guard has received the lion’s share so far 1in
BMVI, for which we are very grateful. I must personally
thank Mr. Papadopoulos and the entire team of Al, A2,
and Bl unit heads, as well as Mr. Kretsima, Liakos, and
Tsagas, and Mr. Nikas for their support.)

One crucial issue is the continued support of the fleet, as
acquiring vessels 1is good, but their maintenance can be very
costly. We have an open invitation for 15.6 million euros. We
already have the first contract, and the other two projects
are under tender. Here are some actions from the third
strategic axis, improving our response capacity through
training and equipping personnel.

Finally, quickly, the actions under the Internal Security
Fund, concerning citizen and infrastructure protection. This
includes protective equipment for personnel for maintaining
order, currently being integrated, and a range of equipment
for dealing with explosive ordnance.

These are the totals based on invitations and programme
inclusions. As I said, significant efforts have been made for



front-loaded absorption of available funds. However, Coast
Guard procurements are extremely complex. For example,
constructing the two offshore patrol vessels will take at
least three years, requiring 36 months for construction plus
the tender process, making it a high-risk project.

We continue with dynamic planning, adapting programming
according to Commission allocations in the Thematic Facility.
Notably, the last call for e- surveillance for maritime
borders was very brief, and we missed the proposal submission
due to the closing of the previous fund. We hope it will be
reintroduced for another opportunity to participate. Thank you
very much.

Thank you very much, Mr. Christofilis. Now, fourth but not
least, Mr. Panagiotis Tzortzis, Wing Commander, representing
the Ministry of National Defence.

Panagiotis Tzortzis, Air Force spokesman for the Ministry of
National Defence

Good evening, everyone, honourable ladies and gentlemen. I
would also like to thank you for the invitation to present the
actions supported by the BMVI programme. I don’t know if I
will need the remote control or if someone else will handle
it. Our directorate manages six actions funded by the BMVI
2021-2027 programme with a total budget of approximately 62
million euros.

The projects we are currently running include the procurement
of maritime border surveillance systems, which has already
been integrated, and the procurement of all-terrain
surveillance vehicles with a budget of around 14 million
euros, also integrated. Under integration are the procurement
of unmanned aerial systems, the procurement of electronic
surveillance means with a budget of approximately 18 million
euros, and the procurement of research and rescue equipment in



the modest amount of 600,000 euros.

I would like to express here the desire of both the Ministry
and our Directorate that we have the ability and the
willingness to utilise the resources of the BMVI for the
public benefit of our common purpose. Thank you very much.

It’s our honour. So, two sections are still pending. The theme
of returns and the theme of legal migration and integration.
We will leave returns last as they close the cycle of
migration management. Ms. Klaire Pavlaki, representative of
the General Secretariat for Vulnerable Citizens, will speak to
us about the programmes related to the support of
unaccompanied minors. Following her, Ms. Stylianea,
collaborator of the Deputy Minister of Migration and Asylum
Ms. Voultepsi, will speak to us about the ACE programme.
Finally, Mr. Kosmidis will speak to us about the “Biometric
Data Reception Centre Programme” currently being implemented.
Ms. Pavlaki.

Ms. Pavlakli, General Secretariat for Vulnerable Citizens

Good evening, everyone, esteemed members of the Committee and
dear colleagues. First, thank you very much for the
invitation.

Speaking on behalf of the General Secretariat for Vulnerable
Citizens and Institutional Protection, we should mention the
Special Secretariat for Unaccompanied Minors Protection, where
most of the programmes we will discuss today focus on the
protection of wunaccompanied and separated-from-family
children, which is the main concern and care of our
secretariat. At the same time, I will also refer to some
programmes we are preparing concerning our new
responsibilities, following our establishment approximately a
year ago as the General Secretariat for Vulnerable Citizens.
Let me quickly give you an overview of the numbers regarding



unaccompanied minors. Currently, according to the latest
statistics, we are talking about 2,022 unaccompanied minors,
and it’s important to note that most of them are boys,
adolescent boys between 15 and 17 years old.

In addition, there are unaccompanied girls, while younger
children, those under 15 years old, make up only 12%. For us,
the protection of unaccompanied children cannot exist without
their accommodation. Thus, without the help of funds, we could
not talk about long-term accommodation structures. We have two
models, we have unaccompanied minor accommodation centres and
supervised semi- autonomous living apartments.

Here we have the map to show the extent and geographical
dispersion of these, as for us it is very important and very
helpful for the integration of these children not only to be
housed in Athens, but also in other areas. And I see here
colleagues from the field who are implementing our programmes
and accommodation structures. Very briefly to say that now we
are talking about unaccompanied minor accommodation centres or
simple guesthouses, as most know, with 1,808 places, while we
also have semi-autonomous living apartments, about which I
will tell you a little more.

It is important for child protection to discover their
developmental needs. There are different needs for younger
children, which we consider in the programmes we design and in
the unit cost mentioned earlier. We also consider gender.
Therefore, our structures are divided into boys aged up to 12
years old. Then, we have structures for older children again
for boys aged 12 to 18 years old, while girls are in different
frameworks and often may stay with younger ones. It is very
important for us that those children, before they become
adults, can stay as autonomous as possible, both autonomous
and semi-autonomous to receive care, receive protection, learn
the neighbourhood, learn to budget, and be able to cover some
needs on their own.



From the beginning of the year until today, very briefly as
per the statistical, 2,040 children have been housed, while on
average every year approximately 4,000 unaccompanied children
are accommodated. We could not talk about protection if beyond
housing we do not also talk about this steady reference
person. I want us all to imagine that I am an unaccompanied
minor arriving in the country, I do not know the procedures, I
do not know the language, I do not have a family environment
to support me, so there is the Commission system, the
Commissioner, who creates this scene, this connection with
services. His job is also to ensure that this scene 1is
unbreakable, that the child smoothly receives the rights he is
entitled to.

I will not tire you with the legal, the only thing to say
based on the new framework and as we had a legislative
regulation regarding the part of the Commission with the aim
of greater accountability but also flexibility, that the
Commissioners represent the children and are responsible for
ensuring their overall well-being and their access to their
rights, and that every Commissioner is obliged to assign their
committee duties to an appropriate natural person employed
under an employment relationship.

So, very briefly and proudly, since our Commission faced
considerable challenges at the outset, today we can say that
the programme has had a gradual development. Currently, 1,620
unaccompanied children, which is 80% of the children 1in
Greece, are receiving Commission services, while to date,
2,160 children have benefited from our services. You will see
the differentiation as children grow up and therefore leave
the protective network we create. Concurrently with new
arrivals, we are proceeding with new assignments of Commission
duties.

Lastly, very briefly, let us also mention the programmes we
are going to implement, such as the Compass programme. For us,
the pillars of Commission care are important, yet it is also



very important to find alternatives and other models to help
not only the children but also those who take care of them, as
you cannot take care if you are not being cared for.
Therefore, the Compass programme will also cover day centres
in Athens, Thessaloniki, Ioannina, Larisa, and Lesvos.

It will strengthen democracy and children’s participation, as
we cannot make decisions for children without their
involvement. Meanwhile, it will also cover and monitor
personnel, which 1is necessary and often needs relief and
prevention of burnout. Finally, within the framework of new
responsibilities, we are preparing in collaboration with the
Management Authority and the support programme for vulnerable
citizens. It will be a housing programme for 500 positions in
Athens and Thessaloniki.

Lastly, I would like to sincerely thank you for your support
in the review. Thank you very much.

Patroklos Georgiadis, General Secretary of Migration Policy

Of course, the review turned out well because you had
substantive points to make. Thank you, Ms. Pavlaki.

Ms. Stylianea, collaborator of the Deputy Minister of
Migration and Asylum for the ACE programme. Thank you.

Katerina Stylianea, ACE Programme Coordinator
Good evening, thank you.

Regarding the ACE programme, you have already heard a lot
about “All children in Education” from the Deputy Minister. I
can inform you that it formally concludes tomorrow. It was an
initiative of Ms. Voultepsi, implemented during 2021-2024,
under a memorandum of cooperation between the Deputy Minister
and UNICEF Greece. It is a non-formal education programme with
activities for Greek language learning, creative engagement,
and psychosocial support for children aged 4 to 17 with a



refugee or migrant background. It exceeded 25 million euros 1in
EU funding directly allocated to UNICEF. While it may not have
fully met UNICEF’s educational goals initially set at its
inception, it 1is considered successful as an intervention
within the National Integration Strategy. It facilitated over
25,000 refugee children from 75 countries into formal
education and contributed to a 75% school attendance rate.

Additionally, through the programme, 5,000 educators were
trained in supportive education for refugee children, relevant
teaching materials were created, and a methodology was
developed.

Looking ahead, we evaluated the programme’s problematic
elements. For example, concerns about the utilisation of this
generous EU funding, low effectiveness indicators in achieving
ambitious goals for Greek language proficiency (A2 by age 8,
B2 by age 17), and the marginal approach to implementing
actions of familiarisation with the European Way of Life. This
assessment shaped the requirements for the programme we aim to
implement post-ACE, focusing on non-formal education for
refugee children residing in Ministry of Migration and Asylum
facilities: Firstly, emphasising Greek language learning as a
key integration tool. Secondly, education on the European Way
of Life using modern digital media and applications. Thirdly,
providing psychosocial support to facilitate minors’ residence
in facilities and their smooth transition and stay in school
and formal education.

For the next two years, we estimate the programme will need to
cover 10,000 children or 5,000 annually, aged 4 to 17, in
Ministry facilities. This can be achieved using the non-
research organization AMEP resources amounting to 10 million
euros, with specialised expertise in delivering the described
services. Through ACE, or ACE 1 as we might call it, the
Ministry already has the basic infrastructure for the upcoming
project in place. Classrooms are being set up in 31 EPITO
facilities, fully accessible to people with disabilities.



Educational methodology and training processes for trainers
have been developed under ACE. Educational materials
distributed to beneficiaries bear the stamp of UNICEF and the
Institute of Educational Policy.

For project monitoring, progress, etc., we will further
develop the infrastructure of the ACEMON online platform,
created by the Ministry’s International Informatics, for ACE
needs.

Lastly, if I may, a final word on this lengthy process of
maturing the new programme dictated by the responsibility now
vested in the Ministry for continuing ACE activities. I don’t
see it here. And this last word, let’s say, primarily concerns
matters of jurisdiction and legal framework. Education is the
responsibility of the Ministry of Education. Here we define
and limit it as non-formal education. However, the
institutional framework of non-formal education for refugees
and migrants has historically been exclusively defined for the
adult population; ACE is not an educational policy action,
even though it requires educational methodologies, protocols,
and processes. It is a pre-integration step with Greek
language proficiency as its cornerstone; the key to the smooth
integration of refugee children into the host country and the
asset that allows them to creatively spend their time 1in
facilities and to be integrated into the Greek school system
afterwards, as required by the legislator. Thank you very
much.

Patroklos Georgiadis, General Secretary for Migration Policy

Last in the thematic unit is Mr. Kosmidis. Our Ministry has
decided to fund actions to enhance and expedite the legal
migration processes. As part of this, we have funded an
initiative to use outsourcing to accelerate the process of
biometric data collection, Michalis.

Michalis Kosmidis, Head of Migration Policy Directorate



Thank you very much, Mr. Chairman, Mr. General Secretary,
ladies and gentlemen.

Well, as Mr. Secretary-General mentioned, we have started and
are implementing an initiative inspired by a similar action
implemented for years by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs for
External Providers in the visa section. We implement the
Development and Operation of Biometric Data Collection Centres
project as part of the residence permit process. The project
is funded by the AMIF with co- financing from the European
Union.

Let’'s see a bit about the current situation that led us to the
necessity of this project. The electronic process of
submitting all annual residence permit applications in the
post-COVID era has led to an accumulation of volumes of
licensing applications. There is such a large backlog of
renewal applications, as well as many new residence permit
applications. In this context, a necessary element for
completing a residence permit issuance process 1is the
collection of required biometric data, either by the service
of a stop of the country’s decentralized governors or by the
corresponding service of our Ministry. When we talk about
biometric data, we always refer to a digital face photo, which
goes into the electronic card, the signature of the citizen of
the country holding the license, and two fingerprints, which
are integrated into the chip within the card.

The total backlog of applications, electronic 1license
applications, either initial licenses or renewals, stands at
around 260,000. This number, the large volume of these
applications, concerns five Services, the four Points of
Single Contact of the Attica region and the Point of Single
Contact of the Thessaloniki region, where it is

about 60% of the backlog, while in the other services of the
country and in the service of our Ministry there is about 40%
of the backlog. So, for all these cases of folders of



foreigners, it should, it is necessary to take biometric data
before the completion of the licensing process. In this
context, our Ministry had developed a series of interventions,
both to expedite the process of issuing residence permits, to
reduce the visits of third-country citizens to the foreign
service, the electronic submission of all 1licensing
applications, as well as online 1logging of additional
documents, their online information now about the course of
their application and saving human resources with the aim of
making the available human resources available for licensing
folder processing.

One of the interventions 1is the establishment of four
biometric data collection centres. The project is implemented
in collaboration with the Information Society, 1is funded by
the Migration and Asylum Fund and concerns the development and
operation of four biometric data collection centres. According
to planning, three centres are to operate in the prefecture of
Attica: the first centre already serves the two large services
of Central and Western Attica. The second biometric data
centre will serve the Northern sector and Eastern Attica. The
third biometric data centre will serve the Southern sector of
Piraeus and the islands of the Saronic Gulf. An additional
centre will open in Thessaloniki, which will serve the foreign
authorities of the Thessaloniki region.

Let’s look at the current situation of the foreign service.
The services were able to receive per month (20 working days)
about 14,000 biometric data of foreigners. They could get
biometric data for about 14,000 foreigners. With the
completion of the implementation of the Biometric Data
Collection Centres project, this number will double, as we
estimate that they will have the ability to receive 35,000
biometric data per month. With the aim of quickly proceeding
to the end of the backlog regarding the biometric data part.

The project involves a series of interventions made 1in
collaboration with the Contractor. Firstly, there was the



search and development of the required building
infrastructure. Three centres in Attica and one centre in
Thessaloniki have been developed by the Contractor apart from
the services of foreigners and will serve foreigners on behalf
of the services. Within this framework, the Contractor, which
is COSMOTE AE, found the properties, did all the architectural
study procedures of installation and configuration of spaces,
configured the required workstations, and procured all the
required equipment for biometric data collection.

The project is implemented in two operational phases,
essentially. In the first semester of operation, it will
operate with a capacity of 50 people in the four biometric
centres, with the aim of zeroing the backlog of biometric data
collection for all pending applications, whether issuance or
renewal. And the second operational phase will follow for four
years, where with half the capacity it will be able to cover
without any problem or delay all current demands for biometric
data collection from the five services.

The first biometric data collection centre in Piraeus started
from March 1, 2024, and up to yesterday (1/3/24) it has
completed 17,821 biometric data collections of foreigners.
Since April 1, 2024, and it’s not April Fools’, we have
already received until June 26 (26/6) 32,000 biometric cases
of foreigners. At the same time, in the coming days, the
biometric data collection centre of Thessaloniki will start,
while we estimate that the fourth biometric centre, which will
concern Eastern Attica, will start by September 2024. So, the
goal of the intervention will essentially be to zero the
backlog by the end of the current year or by estimation at the
latest by the beginning of the next, so that our services can
proceed smoothly with the expedited examination of annual
residence permits. Thank you very much.

Thank you very much, Michalis.



So, for the last topic we have Mr. Soulos from the Ministry of
Citizen Protection, Mr. Angelopoulos from the Hellenic Police,
and Ms. Betty Ferentinou from the International Organization
for Migration.

The topic is about returns, and I will ask Mr. Soulos to
incorporate SEGIAN and ISF so that we can conclude with our
final three presenters.

Konstantinos Soulos, Deputy
Director of Police, Ministry
of Citizen Protection

Thank you very much. Good evening, everyone. I will give you a
brief overview on the third pillar of the Asylum, Migration,
and Integration Fund, which concerns the field of returns.

For the past two months, the Ministry of Citizen Protection
has been designated as the managing authority and intermediate
managing authority for the Asylum, Migration, and Integration
Fund for the period 2021-2027. Among other actions,
approximately 13% of the total budget of the Fund has been
allocated to us. The key stakeholders and strategic partners
of this specific pillar are the two Ministries: The Ministry
of Migration and Asylum and the Ministry of Citizen
Protection. Of course, we also involve civil society and
international organizations.

Briefly, I will mention the key actions: forced returns, the
structures and functionality of pre-departure detention
centres, as well as voluntary returns. The strategy followed
for managing this specific objective 1is integrative
architecture, meaning we aim to gather multiple sub-projects
under a specific call. Therefore, the Ministry of Citizen
Protection has issued three invitations for conducting forced



returns of irregular third-country nationals and for the
structures and functionality of pre- departure detention
centres. This includes funding for temporary border guards and
various services to be developed and provided within these
centres.

Over the past two months, as I mentioned earlier, there have
been numerous activities, rapid assignment, and swift
applications for consent. We received, thanks to the managing
authority for this, quickly receiving consent, 1issuing
invitations, and now awaiting the submission of technical
action sheets by the Migration Management Directorate to
proceed with implementation and integration.

Among the first major invitations, as I mentioned before,
actions such as RECAMAS, commercial flights, charter flights,
various electronic equipment for the processes of forced
returns will be funded. In the second major project, funding
for leasing spaces of the Ministry of National Defence,
procurement of vehicles, and provision of any services at pre-
departure detention centres, including their renovation and
reconstruction, are included.

Today’'s topic also involves challenges; it’s not just about
creating and developing. It’s about the challenges that this
specific pillar faces. According to the evaluation we have
received, Greece has the best coordination among all
stakeholders throughout the entire return process, thus
avoiding issues of people evading detection and ensuring the
valid drafting of a national plan for an effective return
process. That is, what impact does the New Pact on Migration
and Asylum have on returns? As you know well, there is also a
return process on the islands now, so it is a significant
challenge for the future to see how these legislative
interventions of the New Pact will affect the national
strategy on returns. Also, for the first time in 2021-2027,
actions for training third-country nationals on the return
process will be implemented. These are things that were not



funded, not implemented in the period 2014-2020. And, of
course, there will be a full utilization of the know-how of
Frontex, BCGA, not only in terms of operational assistance or
funding for specific joint return flights but also in terms of
expertise and procedures or the use of specific return
monitoring software. These are some of the significant
challenges in the returns sector.

We will fund the provision of free legal assistance to
irregular migrants during the return process and the provision
of free language interpretation services to these third-
country nationals.

Next, under the detention category, the Fund aims to utilize
funds for renovations, as I mentioned earlier, and the
reconstruction of buildings, 1i.e., improving the 1living
conditions of nationals residing in pre-departure detention
centres.

Lastly, we will fund the Return Case Management, a system of
an entire software system for monitoring the entire return
process.

Finally, I would like to say that we are waiting for the
submission of technical action sheets. At the same time, the
final beneficiaries, the Hellenic Police, the Ministry of
Citizen Protection, have already made plans for technical
specifications, so that quickly, with the decision of
integration, they can proceed quickly with the issuance of the
appropriate procedures, i.e., the public announcement, to
select the corresponding service providers. And we hope that
by early August, in a month, we will have received and
integrated both major projects on forced returns and the
coverage of detention structures for irregular migrants. Thank
you very much.

— Mr. Angelopoulos on issues of forced returns.
Alexandros Angelopoulos, ELAS representative

Mr. General Secretary, Mr. Head of the Discretionary
Authority, ladies and gentlemen Delegates, on behalf of the
Foreigners and Border Protection branch and the migration
Management Directorate, we are pleased to be present at
today’'s meeting. In the brief time we have, beyond the
reception and integration procedures mentioned earlier, we
will try to give you a very brief overview of the forced
returns of third-country nationals who no longer justify their
stay in our country under the Returns Directive 2008-2015 of
the European Union, which has been incorporated into our
national law by Law 3907 in 2011 and is effectively applied as
a directive by all member states. Returns to the countries of
origin of third-country nationals constitute one of the
greatest challenges in managing the migration phenomenon. This
is because we have two issues to overcome. The first is the
provision of travel documents to foreigners, as guided by
trafficking circuits they do not carry them with them. And the
second 1is the so-called abusive asylum claims, which
essentially do not have a refugee profile but submit
applications to prevent their return to their countries of
origin.

Returns are a priority for the whole of Europe. And the
difficulties we face as a country are common to all member
states, with the note that our country, as a reception and
transit country, must deal with tens of thousands of
management cases and consequently returns every year.

Very quickly, because we are not present in time, returns are
two main categories, compulsory, issued from return phases for
foreigners based on existing legislation and must return to
their country of origin, once their international protection
applications have been examined and voluntary ones expressing
their willingness to leave, which 1is done through DOM



programmes. Very quickly, voluntary returns are whatever in
cases of foreigners, which are issued from deportation phases
without detention because we have alternative detention
measures that we implement as the Greek Police. The second 1is
the basis of the re-entry procedure through bilateral
agreements with neighbouring countries such as Albania, but
also agreements of the European Union with third countries
such as Pakistan, Bangladesh. These returns are mainly
implemented at the address of foreigners of Attica, because
the whole of the embassies is in Attica. And the volunteer
returns we mentioned through DOM that in recent years they
implement programmes according to contracts.

Very quickly as for returns, it is mainly by air: commercial
flights with or without escort, national charter flights, we
try to make a charter every month, by air again the common
return operations in cooperation with FRONTEX and by land as
you see on the slide, road is mainly for Albanian citizens.
Very quickly, the problems we have, as I mentioned, are
cooperation with third countries with their embassies for the
correct implementation of readmission agreements. There are
agreements for many countries, but they are not implemented.
Submission of last-minute asylum requests to prevent their
return to their countries of origin. And despite efforts to
cooperate with Turkish authorities to limit migration flows,
either on land borders in the Evros region by police, or by
sea with the Coast Guard, as regards returns, there are three
existing readmission agreements we have with Turkey, which
essentially do not have the expected results in the area of
re-entry into Turkey, without entering into details, returns
to Turkey are made in minimal percentage and only in Turkish
nationals.

Finally, as regards the effort to strengthen returns, beyond
those mentioned in the previous presentation by Mr. Soulos
from YDEAP, we as key points, we mention briefly legislative
interventions in work with the Ministry of Migration and



Asylum for amendments to legislation on returns, residence or
employment laws. Within the framework of the programming
period 2021-2027, there is a series of action projects to
increase returns and improve CHARTER flight procedures,
ERCAMAS monitoring systems, but also the continuation of the
operation of pre-departure detention centres that exist
throughout the territory, as organized detention structures.

Additionally, the adoption of best practices regarding the
area of returns comes through the cooperation with the FRONTEX
European Border and Coast Guard Agency, the organization of
flights but also an action plan we have signed together with
the Ministry of Migration and Asylum. And finally, Greece as a
reception and transit country is essentially awaiting results
from the New Pact on Migration and Asylum, especially in the
section of efficient and fair returns. And we are currently
focusing on drafting national action plans in cooperation with
the Ministry of Migration and Asylum for a series of sub-
projects. As for our unit of return, we focus on the return of
third-country nationals to the borders, to Turkey, which 1is
the point, always with respect for human rights. Thank you.

Patroklos Georgiadis, General Secretary of Migration Policy

Thank you, Mr. Angelopoulos. Twelfth in line and last, Ms.
Ferentinou, representative of the International Organization
for Migration.

Betty Ferentinou, IOM Representative

Good evening. Mr. President, dear members of the Committee and
monitoring Administrative Authority, Mr. Papadopoulos, thank
you very much for giving us the opportunity to present the
programme of assisted voluntary returns and reintegration
measures implemented by IOM. Since assisted voluntary returns
are one of IOM’s main activities, the organization has
developed a specific policy that places migrants’ rights at
the centre.



The actions of voluntary return and reintegration are the main
activities of IOM in recent decades. In Greece, the IOM Greece
started running the first programme and the first action in
2010. More than 60,000 beneficiaries have received return
assistance through IOM. More than 11,000 have received
reintegration assistance. Migrants without legal documents,
asylum seekers, beneficiaries of international protection, and
administrative detainees can enrol in the voluntary return
programme.

The current action started on September 1, 2023, until
December 31, 2027. Our budget is 52 million for 52 months. The
targets, as you see, are 17,000 beneficiaries who will receive
assistance to return to their country of origin, 1,700
individuals will be supported through IOM with reintegration
assistance, and 1,700 beneficiaries will be accommodated in
the open facility at Attiko Alsos. The funding is, of course,
from the National Asylum, Migration, and Integration Fund
2021- 2027.

Here you can see the results from September 1 to May 31, 2024:
1,729 individuals returned to their country of origin, 88
reintegration plans were implemented, and 509 individuals
stayed in the facility. Here, I should add that the
beneficiaries of the current action mainly come from Georgia,
Pakistan, India, Egypt, and Iraq. Here you can see the staff
of the Assisted Voluntary Return Programme in Greece. We have
a presence both inland and on the five islands and Crete.

The services offered by IOM include:

» Individualized <counselling sessions through our
intercultural interpreters

= Assessment of psycho-social needs and vulnerabilities

= Support for beneficiaries in the identification process
through embassies and consulates

» Referral of beneficiaries for the issuance of return
decisions by the police authorities, whether they return



via commercial flights or charters.

Already last year, we organized three charter flights, two to
Georgia and one to Pakistan. Medical examination, medical
tests, first boarding check — usually 72 hours before the
flight — are covered by the programme.

Financial aid is provided at the airport. For those registered
on the islands, they receive 500 euros, and those registered
inland receive 1,000 euros. There is IOM staff at Eleftherios
Venizelos Airport, and there is support from all third-country
offices we have either at the interim stop or at the final
destination.

Special procedures are naturally followed for vulnerable
populations, whether unaccompanied minors or migrants with
health issues. I won’t delve into it because I'm afraid the
general will hunt me down. We have direct cooperation with the
General Secretariat for Vulnerable Citizens and public and
private hospitals.

Here we are all very proud, not only of IOM Greece but also of
the Ministry of Migration, specifically the Reception and
Identification Service, for the open accommodation facility at
Attiko Alsos, which has been operational since 2015. We are a
model facility, unmatched in any other European country and,
as far as we know, in any third country. There 1s management
from the Reception and Identification Service, there is IOM
staff, we offer psycho-social support, medical assistance with
doctors and nurses, food, 24/7 security, cleaning services,
entertainment, and educational activities. And there are
always staff from Monday morning to Sunday evening.

The reintegration assistance: IOM Greece personnel conduct a
counselling session here before the beneficiary departs.
Information is gathered about special needs, vulnerabilities,
experiences, skills. Naturally, migrants in vulnerability are
prioritized. The assistance 1is in kind and amounts to 1,140



euros. Here we provide you with some examples of reintegration
assistance already provided: starting professional activity,
housing provision, medical needs coverage, psycho-social
support, etc.

As mentioned earlier, it is very important because IOM has
offices in all countries, so we are in direct cooperation with
colleagues and monitor cases closely.

As part of the action, IOM organized the first educational
seminar in March 2024 in collaboration with the Ministry of
Migration and Asylum, and a total of four similar educational
seminars will be held. At the same time, in early June, the
first study visit to Spain took place, and by the end of the
action, five more exchanges of good practices visits will take
place.

Finally, here I show you some communication tools. It is the
creation of an informative brochure of 80,000 copies in 12
languages, posters, the operation of our website, of course,
we have monthly postings on social media platforms Facebook,
Instagram, because future beneficiaries can find us,
campaigns, placing signs 1in locations visible to
beneficiaries, various promotional materials, vests, bags, and
so on, and the informative visits I mentioned earlier. Thank
you very much — I was quick.

Patroklos Georgiadis, General Secretary of Migration Policy

Thank you, Betty, for your presentation. Well, at this point,
I would like to first thank the European Commission for its
active participation and support over the years 1in
implementing our funding programmes.

Secondly, I would like to genuinely thank the personnel of the
Managing Authority, Mr. Papadopoulos and the department heads,
as well as all the staff, for their ongoing efforts, which are
constantly improving and yielding results.



Thirdly, I would like to thank all of you for your patience
during this uninterrupted Committee Monitoring session.

Fourthly, I would like to thank all the speakers for their
well-documented and well- presented contributions, which we
all followed with interest. Particularly, I would like to
thank the three colleagues who stayed until the end and the
others who left.

Finally, I would like to thank Mr. Solkidis, whom we have with
us daily as the Fundamental Rights Officer to keep us informed
and updated.

Now, because our Committee’s decision is approximately 10-12
pages long and I do not intend for us to read it now, as we
did last time, we will send the decision to the Committee
members. We will give you three days to read it, submit any
possible comments you have so that they can be incorporated,
and then publish it according to your positive or negative
vote. Therefore, this afternoon, the decision will be in your
emails so that approval can be granted in Diavlos.

Finally, I wanted to ask if any of the Committee members would
like to take the floor. With great pleasure. Well, come on.

Eva Tzavala, National Commission for Human Rights

I am Eva Tzavala from the National Commission for Human Rights
[..] I'm very pleased, in any case, for the participation and
actions that have been implemented.

Let me mention some positives and some recommendations.
Clearly, in the field of protection, we see that funding has a
real impact on the protection and access of asylum seekers,
refugees, and migrants to their rights, so there 1is
improvement based on funding. There are still some gaps, which
is why I was monitoring and noting everything; so that we can
see which gaps will be covered.



Also, on the positive side, I noted what you mentioned earlier
about adjusting actions, because these programmes take a long
time to implement. So, whenever there is an issue, such as
accessibility of facilities for persons with disabilities, the
administration immediately responds and adjusts the action to
meet the necessary conditions and comply with fundamental
rights. Also, I was very pleased that most speakers addressed
this parameter, the strengthening of fundamental rights as a
priority during actions implementation. Also, I welcome the
initiative for on-site verifications, which will not only be
done after complaints but also preventively, I heard, by
sampling, so this is also a positive element for strengthening
fundamental rights.

Another positive point is participation. I don’t know if they
are with us today, the representatives of Civil Society in the
Committee, so this principle of participation, this
participatory process provided by Union law and regulation, is
also a positive step.

As you know, the National Commission for Human Rights, as the
National Human Rights Institution in Greece, NHRI of Greece,
has a special role based on EU law. Also, as you know, we
participate in the implementation and monitoring of ESF
programmes. We have a memorandum of cooperation with the
competent ministry. Fortunately, it is positive that there is
also the Fundamental Rights Officer, Mr. Solkidis, to ensure
the strengthening of fundamental rights in the implementation
of actions.

The National Commission, based on this Common Provisions
Regulation, must participate in all stages of the programme
process, meaning we start from preparation, implementation,
monitoring, and evaluation. And let me say why, again, I kept
very detailed notes on the evaluation of the actions
presented; I think the National Commission could also provide
feedback, that is, participate in some way, now I do not know
the methodology exactly because I am not an expert in this,



and in evaluating all actions and obviously we also talked
about the other stages.

And now let’s move on to the recommendations a bit, after we
mentioned the positives. First, we suggest a more substantive
participation of the National Commission for Human Rights at
all stages. In addition, I noticed that there are actions in
capacity building, but I believe there is a need for greater
familiarity among management authorities and beneficiaries
with the broader framework of human rights protection at the
EU level. It is important to be able to interpret the content
of rights and related laws (such as GDPR for personal data and
asylum 1issues) and understand the directives on equal
treatment. Maybe in this, we can help, since we have developed
educational tools for asylum and migration issues.

Another thing is that since October 2023, the European Union
has joined the Istanbul Convention on the prevention and
combating of violence against women and domestic violence. It
is a new legislation and the member states, such as Greece,
must comply with these provisions. I would like to further
look if an update is needed, an adaptation of the tools to
incorporate this development as well. For example, issues of
domestic violence and violence against women could somehow
relate to reception centres and reception conditions so that
there 1is prevention of phenomena, let’s say, of domestic
violence. It is an idea that came to me, and I think it is
worth looking into.
